The First Minister (Carwyn Jones): Research in universities in Wales is funded through the
dual support system. The Higher Education Funding Council for Wales allocates grant
funding, calculated by formula, which supports the research infrastructure, while the UK
Research Councils and other bodies fund specific projects and programmes, usually on a
competitive basis.
