action plan being agreed by Betsi Cadwaladr in December
2014, an action plan that did not appear on the Healthcare
Inspectorate Wales website until my office requested a
copy on 28 May. That included a review being undertaken
at A&E in Wrexham, which identified that it was
understaffed by 15.81 whole-time equivalents, and had a
budget deficit of £664,000. It also mentioned that that
emergency department had not met any of the Welsh
Government's emergency targets either during or after the
review. | can see no discussion of that report subsequent
to January 2014. What have Healthcare Inspectorate Wales
and the Welsh Government done to ensure that Betsi has
actually responded to that one particular report, if none
other?

Yes, we've been very clear with Betsi that patient flow has
to improve at the Maelor emergency department. The
health board itself has provided assurance that it will be
focusing on the four-hour target specifically over the
coming months and, of course, focus is being placed on
actions to prevent patients from being admitted to
hospital, where that's appropriate, including the use of a
pharmacy pilot in the emergency department itself. There
are other examples of what has happened since. New
hospital directors have taken up post. There's been
increased integration with social services for timely
discharge, and implementation of updated discharge policy
to provide patients and carers with information on choice.
There is a Welsh Ambulance Services NHS Trust pathfinder
project that's been put in place to show how to redirect
triage category blue patients to alternative pathways, and
outreach from the emergency department to care homes
to maintain patients in their normal place of residence,
other than having to come into hospital. That's specific to
Ysbyty Glan Clwyd, | should mention. We know that
emergency services are an issue across the whole of the
UK, in terms of increasing demand. Nevertheless, much has
been done in the Maelor in order to seek to improve the
service.

Well, recent figures show an increase of 31 per cent in the
number of new houses started in Wales during October to
December of last year, compared to the same quarter in
2013-14. The number of new dwellings completed also
increased, up by 12 per cent on the same quarter the
previous year. We know that, during 2013-14, the number
of new houses started in Wales was up 9 per cent on the
previous year, and National House-Building Council figures
for 2014 as a whole show that new housing registrations in
Wales were up by a third, which is the largest increase
reported of any nation or region in the UK. So, | don't
recognise the figures that the Member has put forward as
being representative of housing in Wales.

First of
all, if the Human Rights Act 1998 is abolished, it changes
the constitution of Wales. That cannot be done without the
approval, at least, of this institution, to my mind. Secondly,
there is legislation, and the Social Services and Well-being
(Wales) Act 2014 is one example of it, where the Human
Rights Act 1998 is specifically mentioned. What happens if
the Human Rights Act 1998 goes? What happens to that
legislation? If it was Westminster legislation, of course, the
legislation would be amended as new legislation is
introduced, but it's never been considered before—what it
means when you have separate institutions. So, my view is
quite clear. When | met the group that were looking to
take forward the British Bill of rights some years ago, it was
quite clear to me they had no idea what they wanted to
do. They had no conception of devolution and what it
meant. They hadn't considered the effect on Northern
Ireland, particularly the Good Friday peace agreement.
There were many, many unanswered questions. So far, all
I've seen from the UK Government is a fudge in terms of
how they now propose to take this forward. We'll all wait
and see. It was kicked into the long grass in the Queen’s
Speech. But, it's absolutely clear to me that it would be
wholly wrong in principle for the constitution of Wales to
be changed without the approval of this, our national
institution.

‘Hands off human rights in Wales." | see nothing wrong
with the Human Rights Act 1998. | do deplore the
suggestion that, somehow, the Human Rights Act 1998
has been some kind of way of preventing dangerous
criminals from being deported. Using extreme examples for
legislation that has benefited people immensely is
ridiculous. There are two issues here, and first is the issue
of human rights. ‘'What is wrong with the Human Rights
Act? would be the first question I'd ask. I've not had an
answer to that from the UK Government. What does it
mean in terms of the UK being a co-signatory of the
European convention on human rights, which the UK
drafted, effectively? And, if the UK is no longer to be a
signatory, like Belarus, of the European convention on
human rights, what does that mean for our membership of
the European Union? There's strong evidence to suggest
that you cannot be a member of the EU unless you are a
signatory of the European convention. There's that issue,
and then, of course, the issue of what it means for Wales.
The Human Rights Act was embedded in our constitution
in 1999 and since. To change it unilaterally, without the
consent of this institution, is wrong.

You've pointed out important links between human rights
legislation and our membership of the European Union,
and there is common ground between us on that question.
We would both agree that remaining within the EU is in
Wales's best interests—human rights, peace, agricultural
policy and structural funds are some ways in which we
benefit, of course, with access to the European single
market as well. Now, I've already noted today how the
Westminster elections produced politically diverse countries
within the UK. My hope is very much that all parts of the
UK will vote to remain in the EU, but | wouldn't presume
that Wales would vote differently to England or to
Scotland, but we must make provision just in case that
does happen. So, would you agree with me that we should
insist that the EU referendum should be subject to a
double majority, where withdrawal would need a majority
of UK votes in each of the nations or constituent countries?
We are a multinational state, and that point does deserve
to be recognised. Now, you have said previously that this is
something that's worth considering, so will you be
prepared to announce today that you commit to
supporting a double-majority rule in the EU referendum?

with it. But, we know with type 2 diabetes, that prevention
is a particularly important factor in terms of ensuring that
fewer and fewer young people do end up being diagnosed
with the disease.

Indeed, | listened to your
responses to the leader of Plaid Cymru a little earlier, and
I'm pleased that you stated clearly that this place, this
Assembly, must consent to any change in the Human
Rights Act as it does impact upon our constitution that
established this Assembly. There is a difference of legal
opinion on this issue, however. Michael Gove clearly thinks
that they can proceed on an England and Wales basis,
ignoring Scotland and Northern Ireland. Dominic Grieve, as
the former Attorney-General, has stated clearly that he is
of the view that there is a need for the assent of this place
to amend or reform the Human Rights Act. So, | ask once
again: can you commission legal advice? Secondly, in your
view as First Minister, is this an issue of devolution, under
the Government of Wales Act 2006, that could be referred
to the Supreme Court?

As regards your second point, that's something to be
considered. As regards your first point, my view is that
there should be consent from this institution and, of
course, we would have to get a view on the view of this
national institution as to what should happen to the
constitution of Wales. So, that's only right in terms of the
way Wales is treated, and also, in my opinion, only right in
legal terms.

What would happen, of
course, if Westminster were to repeal a Westminster Act, is
that any reference to that Act in other legislation would be
repealed at the same time. What we're talking about here
is legislation where an Act that would be repealed by
Westminster is contained in the Act of a devolved
legislature and therefore wouldn't be repealed by
Westminster at the same time. It's a mess that has no clear
answer. That said, of course, where there are references to
UN conventions in the social services Act, they would
remain because they don't form part of the Human Rights
Act and they will continue to apply, but there are some
serious concerns about what would happen to Welsh
legislation where there’s reference to the Human Rights Act
where that Act no longer exists and what that means for
legislation. Again, | don't think this has been taken forward
or thought of at all in any depth by the UK Government.

But, although we have a
timetable, we don't have the details. Everybody is agreed
that there should be a reserved-powers model, but we
must ensure that we understand the detail as to what
should be reserved, as they call it, in Westminster and what
should be here in Wales in the future. | will keep a very
close eye on that. | wouldn't be in favour of anything that
diminishes the current powers that we hold and, of course,
we would hope that we will be able to work through these
matters by the autumn.

In terms of food festivals, of course, the Deputy Minister
for Farming and Food is very supportive, not just of food
festivals, and the provision of funding—I was very pleased
to attend the Cowbridge Food and Drink Festival, which
was extremely successful, but also received a grant from
the Welsh Government, for which it was very grateful. But,
of course, it's vital that you do make that link between the
production of food and, indeed, that is what the Minister is
doing in terms of her food policy.

Minister, | wonder if we could have a statement on
communication between the Welsh Government and
Swansea University, specifically with regard to Swansea
School of Management. | ask because, in First Minister’s
questions in March, the First Minister said that he would
hope that managerial issues there would be resolved
swiftly, but you may have seen recently that those issues
have not been resolved at the university, and I'm
continuing to receive complaints from both lecturers and
students about the situation there. Professor Piercy has
said that he will set up a forum, where he will be the
arbitrator, and that trade unions will be observers to that
process. People at the university do not believe that that is
sufficient, and would want to see an external panel to
assess what is happening there. So, please could we have a
statement from the Government, because we really do
need some leadership on this issue now, at this stage?

My second request would be for an update on the
situation with Flying Start. | have seen conflicting reports as
to what's happening with regards to the future of the
service in both Croeserw and Glyncorrwg. Neath Port
Talbot—the local authority—has told me that childcare is
not being cut, and there is no loss of funding, but, in a
letter to parents locally, Action for Children says, and |
quote, 'Funding issues meant that it was no longer viable
for us to provide these services in the way that we
currently do'. So, | think that we need a statement from
Welsh Government, so that we can have, again, clarity on
this situation.

Bethan Jenkins, of course, you understand clearly that
Swansea University is a fully autonomous institution, and,
as such, any allegations or concerns are a matter for the
university to consider, and we would expect that any
allegations, for example, any allegations of bullying within
the workplace, or in any education setting, would be fully
investigated.

Like everybody in this Chamber, | was absolutely horrified
to read the Ockenden report, which was published by the
Betsi Cadawladr University Local Health Board last week.
The picture it paints of the circumstances that prevailed on
the Tawel Fan ward is truly stomach-churning, and | want
to see each and every person responsible for the serious
failings that have been identified to be held to account for
their actions. In moving this motion, | want to thank Ms
Ockenden for bringing these matters to light, and for the
way in which she’s gone about her work. | know, from
communication with the families of those affected, that
they are very grateful indeed for the sensitive and
meticulous way in which she has undertaken her
investigation. Of course, the findings of the report make for
horrific reading: sickening mistreatment of vulnerable
patients on the Tawel Fan ward who, according to family
members, were treated like animals; a lack of dignified care;
serious breaches of professional standards that nurses and
doctors should have upheld but didn't; and failings, of
course, not only by front-line staff, but also by managers
and clinical leaders within the health board—failings that
were not properly identified through the complaints
system or, indeed, by Healthcare Inspectorate Wales. And,
of course, all of these were in receipt of reports of the
concerns by family members and patients going back a
number of years. But each one of them failed spectacularly
to address those concerns and put them right. Indeed, my
own office raised concerns about care on this particular
ward on a number of occasions back in 2012, and we were
given assurances that everything was okay and in hand by
the health board.

Healthcare Inspectorate Wales, of course, visited the unit in
July 2013, and they did pick up on some issues, but there
was a failure, an absolute failure, to follow up on those and
ensure that matters were put right. Indeed, the report
notes that staff were even discouraged to report concerns
to the nurse director at the health board. It is absolutely
scandalous.

People First—Successfully

Deputy Llywydd, this is an opportunity to provide
Members with a progress report on the first joint strategy
of the Welsh Government and the Youth Justice Board for
England and Wales, ‘Children and Young People First’,
which was launched last July. We want our work on youth
justice to provide life chances for vulnerable young people
through our continuing partnership work with the youth
justice board and others. The strategy brings together our
shared vision and commitment to improve services for
children and young people from Wales who are at risk of
becoming involved in, or who are already in, the youth
justice system.

We've made significant achievements on preventing and
diverting children and young people away from offending.
This has resulted in a 54 per cent reduction in the number
of first-time entrants into the youth justice system
between 2010-11 and 2013-14. We have made similar
progress on children and young people in custody, which
has reduced by 57 per cent over the same period. Our
work is based on three themes: prevention, reducing
reoffending, and the effective use of custody. The Welsh
Government is providing £5 million in 2015-16 for core
funding of projects that contribute to these three themes.
They include projects around education, training, leisure,
arts, sports, and restorative justice, as well as initiatives to
combat substance misuse and divert young people away
from crime and anti-social behaviour.

A number of projects in Wales have focused on restorative
approaches to dealing with children who've offended for
the first time. This means that, instead of being charged,
the young person is required to work with the victim of
their crime, or to do voluntary work in their community.
One example of this is a project called Bureau, a
partnership approach between Swansea youth offending
team and South Wales Police and which is supported by
the wider community safety partnership. The process starts
from the point of arrest and provides young people with
an opportunity, following various stages of assessment and
support, to resolve their offending behaviour and learn
from it without receiving a criminal record and therefore
blighting their future education and career prospects. Of
the 170 children who've been through this restorative
approach, 143 have been diverted from the criminal justice
system completely.

Another example is the triage project in Cardiff, which is a
city-wide diversionary activity programme with a focus on
restorative justice, offered at the point of first arrest for a
minor offence. The triage process allows for an assessment
of the risks and needs of young people at the earliest point
after arrest, to inform effective decision making and reduce
reoffending. It is delivered by Media Academy Cardiff,
which is a voluntary sector organisation, in partnership
with South Wales Police.

Rydym wedi gwneud cynnydd tebyg o ran
nifer y plant a phobl ifanc yn y ddalfa, sydd wedi gostwng
57 y cant dros yr un cyfnod. Mae ein gwaith yn seiliedig ar
dair thema: atal, lleihau aildroseddu, a defnyddio’r ddalfa’n
effeithiol. Mae Llywodraeth Cymru’n darparu £5 miliwn yn
2015-16 fel cyllid craidd i brosiectau sy'n cyfrannu at y tair
thema hyn. Maent yn cynnwys prosiectau sy'n ymwneud
ag addysg, hyfforddiant, hamdden, y celfyddydau,
chwaraeon, a chyfiawnder adferol, yn ogystal 8 mentrau i
ymdrin & chamddefnyddio sylweddau a dargyfeirio pobl
ifanc oddi wrth droseddu ac ymddygiad
gwrthgymdeithasol.

Mae nifer o brosiectau yng Nghymru wedi canolbwyntio ar
ddulliau adferol o ymdrin & phlant sydd wedi troseddu am
y tro cyntaf. Mae hyn yn golygu bod yn rhaid i'r person
ifanc, yn hytrach na chael ei gyhuddo, weithio gyda
dioddefwr y drosedd, neu wneud gwaith gwirfoddol yn 'y
gymuned. Un enghraifft o hyn yw prosiect o'r enw Biwro,
sy'n bartneriaeth rhwng tim troseddau ieuenctid Abertawe
a Heddlu De Cymru gyda chefnogaeth y bartneriaeth
diogelwch cymunedol ehangach. Mae'r broses yn dechrau
o adeg eu harestio ac yn rhoi cyfle i bobl ifanc, ar 6l
gwahanol gamau asesu a chefnogi, i wella eu hymddygiad
troseddol a dysgu ohono heb gael record droseddol ac felly
amharu ar eu rhagolygon addysg a gyrfa yn y dyfodol. O'r
170 o blant sydd wedi bod drwy'r dull adferol hwn, cafodd

Caiff ei
darparu gan Academi Cyfryngau Caerdydd, sefydliad yn'y
sector gwirfoddol, mewn partneriaeth & Heddlu De Cymru.
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In the second half of 2014-15, 21 young people and their
families were helped to maintain accommodation, 30
young people were supported to re-engage with
education, training or employment, and 11 young people
were referred to the substance misuse service. Other
projects have focused on the resettlement of children and
young people following a period in custody. Working
across Government and external partners, we have
developed a specific youth pathway for homelessness
services for children, young people and adults in the secure
estate. This will ensure that young people in custody, and
upon release, get the advice and support they need to
assist their resettlement.

We've seen a 9 per cent increase in the frequency of
reoffending between 2010-11 and 2012-13. This is partly
explained by the increasingly complex needs and persistent
patterns of offending of those young people left in the
justice system. As well as challenging behaviour, we must
ensure that we offer young people the support they need
to develop crime-free lives. Resettlement and reintegration
on release from custody are a major part of this. Over the
last three years, we have worked with the Youth Justice
Board for England and Wales to develop effective
resettlement support, including housing advice and access
to specific support programmes—for example targeting
knife crime or substance misuse. I'm pleased that we
continue to see the impact of our prevention work, a
reduction in first-time entrants and a reduction in custodial
sentences. We will build on this over the next year to
ensure that all our children and young people are given the
chance to fulfil their potential.

Mark Isherwood Bywgraffiad Biography

Thank you very much for your statement. You didn't refer
to cross-border youth justice matters. We know the
number of young offenders sent to secure custody
currently cannot be accommodated within Wales—a
matter, | know, considered by the Communities and
Culture Committee in its inquiry in the last Assembly. |
wonder if you could comment, therefore, on arrangements
for management of those cross-border custodial sentences.
In that 2010 Communities and Culture Committee report
on Welsh children in the secure estate, the Welsh
Government accepted in principle recommendations
applying to the role of support agencies, contact with
families and carers, care planning, access to treatment,
mental health support, education and much more—but
only in principle. At that time, | highlighted the need to
bring together the independent third sector with the public
sector, putting the child at the centre, which would not be
more expensive if we changed the way we did things. |
wonder if you could comment, therefore, on the wider role
of the independent voluntary sector.

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As you indicate, and as the Youth Justice Board Cymru has
told me and others, the number of first-time entrants into
the youth justice system in Wales is continuing to fall, but
reoffending has increased amongst a small group of young
people with entrenched patterns of offending behaviour
linked to complex needs remaining in the system. These are
the very sort of young people for whom restorative justice,
for example, might be least effective as a first intervention.
I’'m wondering what consideration or what engagement
you've had regarding this particular group of young
people, particularly given evidence to that 2010 committee
report from the youth justice board that did indicate a
reduction in first-time entrants to the youth justice system,
but also said that the figures didn't include those issued
with what we then had: penalty notices for disorder. So,
again, how can we ensure early intervention with those
groups to prevent things deteriorating?

For those at transition from childhood to adult services,
they will now fall under the Wales Community
Rehabilitation Company owned by Working Links, the
private/public/voluntary sector company, working with low
and medium-risk offenders, managing community
sentences and giving them knowledge, skills and support
to enable them to stop offending. So, what engagement
does the Welsh Government have with the Wales
Community Rehabilitation Company and Working Links on
that basis for those young people hitting those key
transition points?

Finally—again a plug for north Wales, and | know one
endorsed by your own colleagues in north Wales—what
consideration have you given to the role, in north Wales, of
the Justice in a Day project, which began in Flintshire and
was rolled out across the six counties, delivered by the
Police Community Trust in partnership with Clwyd Theatr
Cymru, discouraging young people from going down the
route of criminality by making informed choices,
encouraging good citizenship, and giving teenagers an
insight into the consequences of offending? Thank you.

A number of questions were raised by the Member, to
which | will refer. Of course, | had a number of meetings
with the previous UK Government in respect of cross-
border youth justice issues, including young people who
are within the secure estate housed in England. There have
been a number of issues that have arisen that we've talked
in detail with them around, such as curriculum and
educational issues, which would be different if they had
been here in Wales, rather than in England. But there are
many issues that we've talked about and | think I've
provided Members with updates and answers on those
over recent months.

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The Member referred to the 2010 committee report.
Obviously, we've taken forward many of those
recommendations in co-operation with the Youth Justice
Board Cymru. The Member is right to draw attention to a
number of third sector support agencies, and it's fair to say
that there are some excellent agencies doing very good
work in this area, but there's also work being carried out,
for example by the fire and rescue service, often working
with first-time offenders, bringing them into schemes, such
as the ones I've seen recently.

The Member referred to intervention with first-time
offenders in particular. | think some of the schemes I've
outlined, such as the triage scheme and the Swansea
Bureau scheme have a good record in that regard. We see
Youth Justice Board Cymru as being the lead in respect of
relationships with organisations such as Working Links and
the Wales Community Rehabilitation Company, but of
course my officials are engaged fully in that process. There
will be a number of issues that have a bearing on the
whole issue of youth justice, resulting from the police Bill
that was announced in the new UK Government's Queen’s
Speech, which will have specific implications for Wales.
Obviously, we will be looking very closely at those. I'm
pleased to hear of the Member's support, and | know that
this is extended around the Chamber, for the Justice in a
Day project in north Wales. | will seek to visit that project
when | am on a future visit to north Wales.

Julie Morgan Bywgraffiad Biography

| welcome the Minister’s statement today. | think this is a
good-news story. Obviously, offending is being receded
and the number of children and young people in custody
has gone down. The area still to tackle is the persistent
small group of offenders who reoffend. | think that the
projects that the Minister has mentioned today are exactly
the sort that will help tackle that.

| did have a few questions. The pattern has generally been
for children and young offenders to be male. | wondered
whether the Minister had any information about what's
happened to young female offenders, and whether any
particular arrangements were made for them.

| also wondered, as there’s been a great reduction in the
number of children and young people in custody. Do we
have any idea what number are actually left in Wales? |
presume we do have English young people who are placed
in secure accommodation in Wales. Again, | wondered how
we actually address that issue, because obviously we need
to ensure that they receive a good service, as well. So, |
think the partnership with the Welsh Government and the
youth justice board is absolutely essential. | wish that this
progress could be reflected in what is happening to adult
offenders, but | think that this is really going along exactly
the right lines, and | congratulate the Government on what
is being achieved.

So, the number of
actual full-time equivalents has fallen from 1,387 first-time
entrants in 2013 to 954 young people in 2014. So, that in
itself was a decline of 31 per cent. | will write to her with
the full set of figures, rather than take the full time of the
Chamber here now.

Minister, thank you for the statement. The One Wales
Government, of course, as you will remember, first
committed to considering the potential for the devolution
of some or all of the criminal justice system back before
2011, and that was followed by the Welsh Government's
response to Silk part 2, which said that Welsh Ministers
should have executive responsibilities in relation to youth
justice. So, the Silk commission, again, agreeing to state
that:

‘We...believe that the...treatment and rehabilitation of
youth offenders should be devolved, particularly bearing in
mind the close links that exist with services provided by
local authorities.’

So, can you tell us what advancement you've made on
those particular areas in terms of the devolved nature of
the discussion? Also, could you tell us—I know you've
responded to Mark Isherwood in terms of the cross-border
co-ordination—do you believe that the current set-up is
working, or can changes be made to improve that cross-
border situation?

The Minister for Local Government and Government
Business announced the intention to proceed with a White
Paper, followed by a Bill introduced by the National
Assembly for Wales in 2016, but then the Welsh
Government announced last year that it had decided not
to introduce legislation during this Assembly term. Can you
tell us a bit more about the delay, because | believe that a
youth justice Bill could help to ensure that best practice is
implemented across Wales and that the children first,
offending second principle could be meaningfully applied?
I'd be interested to hear your views as to whether you
agree with that particular principle.

You rightly mentioned the bureau in Swansea, which has
been praised for the success it has had in diverting young
children from the criminal justice system, but what
mechanisms are in place for sharing that best practice, now
that they have been seen as one of the leaders in the
restorative justice field? Will it help if legislation is
introduced in the future?

These are novel schemes that young people within the
criminal justice system can be utilising so that they are not
branded as criminals for the rest of their lives.

Can | thank the Plaid Cymru spokesperson for her
questions? She started by referring to Silk and the
outcomes of Silk in respect of criminal justice. As she will be
aware, it is likely that the outcome of the recent general
election means that we will not be seeing the progress that
we had anticipated in that area taking place, though | have
today written to the new Secretary of State for Justice,
Michael Gove, to explore future conversations around a
number of issues—and to renew an acquaintance,
obviously.

In respect of cross-border arrangements, there were, | felt,
relatively satisfactory meetings with the previous
Government in respect of cross-border arrangements, and
it's again too early to say how those relationships will
develop under the new Government, | think.

| congratulate the Member on using the opportunity to
bring to bear another of her passions in her question—in
other words, the issue of financial education. | think that
the scheme that she outlined is of interest, and perhaps
she'd like to write to me about that, and we can see if there
are lessons that can be learned from it in Wales.

In respect of the previous proposed legislation, | think,
obviously, she is aware of the content of the statement by
my predecessor on that. | think what we have done is to
take forward the joint Welsh Government and youth justice
board strategy, which was launched by my predecessor, of
course, Children and Young People First, last July. | think
that provides us with the mechanism for the spreading of
best practice through different networks within Wales. |
think it's right to say that we have a very good working
relationship with Youth Justice Board Cymru. My officials
regularly meet with the youth justice board. | have had
several meetings and we have looked, within my own
policy board within the department, at the ways in which
we can work even more closely with YJB in the future.

Can | also welcome the reduction in youth offending
figures, which, obviously, were down to very effective
partnership working between the present Welsh
Government and the previous coalition Government, of
course, in actually achieving that, seeing as most of this is
not devolved? But, | think, it's very good that that is
happening. Can | also commend the restorative justice
programmes? | have seen some of these in action and |
think they're very effective. Will the Minister say how he's
planning to roll out those programmes across the whole of
Wales? Clearly, Swansea and Cardiff have been highlighted
in his statement, and | think that many other parts of
Wales would benefit from that as well.

In terms of the issue of prisoners, | am concerned about
the impact of the changes to homeless priorities on young
offenders as they leave prison and in ensuring that they
have accommodation to go to.

Equally, with regard to the point
that Bethan Jenkins raised around the credit union—the
very successful credit union project in Swansea prison—my
understanding is that the National Offender Management
Service has changed the arrangements around that credit
union programme, which is putting the whole thing in
jeopardy. | think that it has proved to be very good in
terms of making sure that, as prisoners leave prison, they
not only have resources they can draw on, but also that
they are able to support their families through charging up
their cards while they're in prison as part of that. I'd be
grateful if the Minister could work with his colleague, the
Minister for Communities and Tackling Poverty, in terms of
liaising with NOMS and the justice ministry to try to ensure
that that programme is kept in Swansea prison and
possibly rolled out to other prisons in Wales as well, where,
| think it would be of great value in terms of preventing
reoffending, and particularly among young people who
haven't got any record of financial management of their
own resources.

Can | say to him in respect of rolling out of other
projects, obviously, we have a £4.9 million youth crime
prevention fund, which supports a variety of projects
across Wales, as | mentioned in the statement. Youth
offending teams and their management boards play a key
role in determining how that funding is used. | certainly
want to see the sharing of best practice within any of the
schemes that we have. He will be aware that the former
Minister for Local Government and Communities
appointed a group to look at the whole issue of prisoners
and housing, as a result of the deliberations that took place
on the recent legislation that went through the Assembly,
and that has made a number of recommendations. But, we
also have in place, of course, the resettlement programme,
which is there to improve the way in which local
authorities, including youth offending teams, probation
and the secure estate in Wales work together to resettle
young people placed in custody and, indeed, those serving
high-tariff community sentences once they've completed
their sentences. Obviously, | can give the Member further
details of that scheme, which the Welsh Government
supports, if he wants to know more.

Y Gweinidog Cyllid a Busnes y Llywodraeth / The Minister for Finance and Government Business

Dirprwy Lywydd, | am glad to have the opportunity to
update Assembly Members on the Welsh Government's
invest-to-save fund. This Government is committed to the
continuous improvement of services across all areas of the
Welsh public sector. The financial settlement for Wales will
continue to be challenging for the foreseeable future, and it
is crucial that we continue to look for every opportunity to
be innovative in our use of resources.

On 10 March, | published details of the latest projects that
the invest-to-save fund is supporting in 2015-16. The
response level to the last round was extremely
encouraging, with a high level of interest and a good deal
of evidence that the message of picking up good practice is
followed. The 23 schemes that | announced in March was
the first tranche of projects from the bidding round, and
this afternoon | am pleased to be able to provide Members
with details of further projects.

Eight hundred and twenty five thousand pounds is being
allocated to Betsi Cadwaladr university health board for
two projects, the first of which is the installation of LED
lighting in their district general hospitals—Ysbyty
Gwynedd, Ysbyty Glan Clwyd, and Wrexham Maelor
Hospital—which will be fully converted to the new
technology to produce savings of approximately £103,000
per annum, and which will reduce the carbon emissions of
the board by 483 tonnes per annum. During this bidding
round, we have supported a total of six such projects
across Wales with an investment of £1.5 million.

The second Betsi Cadwaladr scheme that we are
supporting is the implementation of a stock control system
to be implemented in the board’s operating theatres. This
system will improve the way in which vital operating
equipment is used, with more effective usage of items and
a reduction in obsolescence, all of which will lead to cash
savings of almost £200,000 per annum for the board.

Ar 10 Mawrth, cyhoeddais fanylion y prosiectau diweddaraf
y mae'r gronfa buddsoddi i arbed yn eu cefnogi yn 2015-
16. Roedd lefel yr ymateb i'r rownd ddiwethaf yn hynod
galonogol; cafwyd llawer o ddiddordeb a chryn dipyn o
dystiolaeth bod y neges ynghylch efelychu arfer da'n cael ei
dilyn. Y 23 o gynlluniau a gyhoeddais ym mis Mawrth oedd
cyfran gyntaf prosiectau'r cylch ceisiadau, a'r prynhawn
yma rwyf yn falch o allu rhoi manylion prosiectau eraill i'r
Aelodau.

Mae wyth cant dau ddeg pum mil o bunnau'n cael ei
ddyrannu i Fwrdd lechyd Prifysgol Betsi Cadwaladr ar gyfer
dau brosiect. Y cyntaf yw gosod goleuadau LED yn ei
ysbytai cyffredinol dosbarth—Ysbyty Gwynedd, Ysbyty
Glan Clwyd, ac Ysbyty Maelor Wrecsam—a gaiff eu trosi'n
llawn i'r dechnoleg newydd i greu arbedion o oddeutu
£103,000 y flwyddyn, ac a fydd yn lleihau allyriadau carbon
y bwrdd tua 483 tunnell y flwyddyn. Yn ystod y cylch
ceisiadau hwn, rydym wedi cefnogi cyfanswm o chwe
phrosiect o'r fath ledled Cymru & buddsoddiad o £1.5
miliwn.

Yr ail gynllun Betsi Cadwaladr yr ydym yn ei gefnogi yw'r
gwaith o greu system rheoli stoc i'w gweithredu yn
theatrau llawdriniaethau'r bwrdd. Bydd y system yn
gwella'r ffordd y mae offer llawdriniaeth hanfodol yn cael
eu defnyddio, gan ddefnyddio eitemau’n fwy effeithiol a
sicrhau bod llai ohonynt yn darfod; bydd hyn i gyd yn
arwain at arbedion ariannol o bron i £200,000 y flwyddyn
i'r bwrdd.
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The third invest-to-save project relates to the development
of a community hub in the Ringland area of Newport. We
are allocating £375,000 to Newport City Council to
implement a smaller model of the award-winning
information station located in the centre of the city, which
the invest-to -save fund has supported previously. This
hub will build on the success of the information station and
be a focus for a range of council services and other public
and third sector agencies. As well as improving the range
of services available within the community, the project will
be generating cash-releasing savings of around £90,000
per annum.

Finally, £2.6 million will be allocated to Cardiff and Vale
university health board. This funding will allow the board to
invest in developing new patterns of service delivery and
modernise and transform their services.

The value of these projects is £3.8 million, and brings the
total number of projects supported to date to 120, with a
total investment value of almost £114 million. Every pound
of investment due back to date has been repaid, and an
independent evaluation of the fund found that the gross
return generated by the fund is £3 for every £1 invested.
As well as generating cash-releasing benefits, we continue
to see innovation and an increased take-up of good
practice in the delivery of public services.

Although the fund has been successful in terms of
generating savings and improving services, we will continue
to challenge every public sector organisation to improve
and embrace further innovation. The fund is used to
support and encourage good practice. Although we've
made some headway in the latest bidding round, there is
more that we can do, and | am determined that we
continue to look at all of the potential avenues open to us
to spread good practice. The national asset working group
has an important role to play in spreading good practice in
the management of assets. This group consists of
representatives from across Welsh local government, NHS
Wales and the emergency services. The group has been
specifically tasked with the identification of good practice in
asset management and ensuring this knowledge is
available to every relevant organisation in the Welsh public
sector. I've also asked the group to assist with the
development of an energy efficiency investment strategy,
which will cover all Welsh public services. We have made
progress in this area, with two schemes prior to 2015 and
six in this latest round. By acting together we can ensure
we benefit from economies of scale in the areas of
procurement and financing. It is vital that we develop a
strategy that is joined up, economical and effective.

Bydd y cyllid hwn yn caniatau i'r bwrdd
fuddsoddi i ddatblygu patrymau newydd o ran darparu
gwasanaethau ac o ran moderneiddio a gweddnewid ei
wasanaethau.

Mae'r prosiectau hyn yn werth £3.8 miliwn, ac maent yn
dod a chyfanswm nifer y prosiectau a gefnogwyd hyd yma i

Drwy weithio
gyda'n gilydd gallwn sicrhau ein bod yn elwa ar arbedion
maint o ran caffael ac ariannu. Mae'n hollbwysig datblygu
strategaeth sy'n gydgysylitiedig, yn ddarbodus ac yn
effeithiol.
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The unique position that the fund has is to act as a test
bed for the development of new ways of working in the
application of new technology. There are lessons to be
learnt from each of the 120 projects that we have so far
supported. Officials are ensuring that these lessons are fed
into future Welsh Government budget rounds and
spending review discussions. This will help us to implement
measures that can save resources in the short, medium
and long term and give a greater strategic direction to the
fund. Members will recall that, last year, the Public Policy
Institute for Wales undertook an evaluation of how the
invest-to-save fund can maximise organisational learning
and further the spread of good practice.

The measures we've taken as a result of this work include
shorter and more accessible case studies, continuing to
develop links across all areas of the public sector in Wales,
supporting potential projects, and being the link between
different organisations working on similar projects. I've also
taken into account the recommendations that the Finance
Committee made in their report on the invest-to-save
fund. Some of the measures taken include supporting bids
based on their quality and not restricting support by
theme or value, case studies being used as a tool for
learning and the fund being championed across the public
sector. We have also made inroads into the education
sector, and my written statement of 10 March contained
details of almost £1 million-worth of projects to Cardiff and
Vale College and Cardiff Metropolitan University.

| would like to take this opportunity to announce the
launch of a further invest-to-save bidding round today.
Eight million pounds is available to support more invest-
to-save projects in this financial year. There was an
excellent response to the latest bidding round and | want
to make sure we keep up the momentum that we've
generated. This further funding round starts today and will
close on 24 July.

There's an ongoing challenge for everyone responsible for
delivering public services in Wales. The invest-to-save fund
has been extremely successful in providing short-term,
interest-free finance for improvements that would either
have been much smaller in scale or not yet implemented.
We now have a large and growing number of examples of
good practice to draw on, which are featured on our
website and freely available to everyone. The Wales Audit
Office and Academi Wales also have undertaken studies in
this area, and there is a great deal of knowledge and
expertise available to support those organisations willing to
take up the challenge. | look forward to receiving further
proposals in the near future and will update Members with
our progress later this year.

Can | thank the Minister for today's latest update on
invest-to-save? I'm pleased to hear that the Welsh
Government has committed to continuous improvement
across the public sector, and | think we would all want to
see that. Of course, Minister, the question is: how is this
being achieved on the ground? With that, we welcome
news of the latest tranche of projects that you've just
announced. | think the obvious question here is how these
projects were decided on—how are you ensuring that, with
each of these tranches of invest-to-save, a robust decision-
making process is in place that is transparent and which we
can have confidence in?

Turning to the projects themselves and the six projects you
mentioned specifically designed to reduce carbon emissions
with, | think, £1.5 million, what monitoring is in place to
ensure that the 483 tonnes—very exact—of reductions in
carbon dioxide emissions that you mention are going to be
achieved from that money? You mentioned the community
hub in the Ringland area of Newport. That's an example of
a project where you are allocating the money, | presume,
to Newport City Council in the first instance. So, what
safeguards are in place to ensure that all that money is
being used for the purpose intended? Also, is there any
scope for modification of the bid after the money has been
granted if, as you talk about, the good practice that we see
does actually suggest that there would be better ways of
doing things? | think that that project was £90,000.

How quickly will that money be returned to Welsh
Government coffers? | know I'm stealing Mike Hedges's
thunder a little bit here—l won't do it too much, Mike,
don't worry—as | know that he's going to mention this; I'm
sure he is. There does seem to be an ever-increasing
leeway time in terms of the money coming back into the
coffers. Providing money for invest-to-save is very worth
while if those savings are then made, at what point does
the Welsh Government itself reap the rewards of that and
get money back into the coffers here for future budgets?

You mentioned £2.6 million that has been allocated to
Cardiff and Vale to modernise services. How does this fit in,
if it fits in at all, with the extra funding allocation you
announced last year, which caused some confusion on the
Finance Committee after you added the ‘continuous
improvement’ stipulation to that? Is there a strategy here
of how the invest-to-save funding is fitting in with other
piecemeal budget increases, such as that to the health
budget last year?

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Finally, Deputy Presiding Officer, you mentioned the
benefits of economies of scale and the importance of
procurement. | think procurement is being seen as an
increasingly important part of the economic jigsaw in
Wales. If we can get procurement right, then we're further
along the road to getting other things right as well. You
hinted at a new strategy—a new joined-up strategy, you
called it—which you want to be in place and delivering
dividends. When do you expect that strategy to be fully
formed and in place and delivering those dividends,
particularly in the area of procurement, because | think that
that is something that would be very important to future
investment in Wales?

Very finally, Deputy Presiding Officer, on good practice,
which your statement was peppered with references to—
yes, we agree with good practice and learning from
mistakes. I'd be interested—you've given us details of
projects that have made the grade—to see a little bit more
about projects that haven't made the grade, which might
have fallen a little bit short of the grade, and, surely, those
projects would like to know as well where they could
improve things in the future. So, how are you making sure
that not only the best practice, but slightly lower than best
practice is being fed into the system, so that the invest-to-
save model can be made as robust and as secure in the
future, so that we all see those dividends?

Thank you very much, Nick Ramsay, for your very
constructive and helpful scrutiny of the statement today.
Just to remind ourselves of the aim of the invest-to-save
fund that began back in 2009-10—it’s the aim of
supporting projects that can demonstrate that they
identify and create cash-releasing savings, deliver system-
focused services and support key elements of the Welsh
Government's public service efficiency and wider
improvement agenda. | think that partly answers your last
question, perhaps, about those projects that are coming
forward that are not accepted.

We are very clear about what the aims and objectives are.
Of course, the investments are repayable but interest free,
and organisations have to provide at least 25 per cent of
the project cost themselves. So, there are clear criteria, but
| would say, in terms of the new round that I've just
announced and the further £8 million, there are projects
that, perhaps, needed more work to bring them to
consideration for funding. Of course, those projects are
from across the public sector, and my officials are working
with them to see if they can then make the grade in terms
of opportunities for support.

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| think it's important just to recognise, in terms of your
questions, the issues around the funding that | have made
available. It is important that it's part of their business case
that they demonstrate what they're going to deliver, not
just in terms of cash-releasing savings, but as we move
now into these energy efficiency schemes, they have to
demonstrate that they are going to deliver on the carbon
reduction that they identify. | think it's useful just to know,
and I've highlighted what we expect of Betsi Cadwaladr
University Local Health Board, for example in terms of the
impact of LED lighting—as you say, a 483-tonne per
annum reduction in carbon emissions, and that's for the
three district general hospitals in the health board area. Of
course, that is not only a carbon emissions reduction, but
also cash-releasing savings, which, of course, will go to the
front line in terms of our health service.

| recently visited Cardiff Metropolitan University to see the
new LED investment that they've made, which is not only
transforming the lighting across their estate, but also
reducing carbon emissions and making cash-releasing
savings. | do encourage Members to visit some of these
projects to see the impact. My question is: well, if they can
do it in one university, why can't they do it in all
universities? If they can do it in one hospital, why not all
hospitals? That's the trick of making sure that this good
practice is spread.

On the issue of the support we've given, for example to
Newport, it is to Newport City Council and it is a
community hub. | mean, of course, it is built on the basis
that they've already pioneered their very well-used and
well-supported information station, which, as Members will
know, if you've been to Newport, is the old station
building. You will know, Nick Ramsay, of course, of the
location. It was actually a finalist in the European customer
services awards. It's received an award for best high-street
service, so, again, I'm writing to all chief executives of local
authorities with the support of the Minister for Public
Services to say, ‘Well, if they can do it in Newport, we can
spread this practice elsewhere’. But this is about now
locating the hub in Communities First, Flying Start, libraries,
adult, education and social services—focusing it on the
community in the refurbished Ringland community centre.
So, again, this is a model of best practice that we hope will
then be seen as an example by local government across
Wales.

In terms of modification, we have been very clear about
what our expectations are, particularly in relation to the
cash-releasing savings and the viability in terms of the
business case, but, of course, there is potential for
modification if that is appropriate.

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Now, in terms of the scheme for Cardiff and Vale university
health board, in fact, this announcement is in the latest
tranche of schemes for the health board, particularly in
terms of their voluntary early release scheme. As you know,
the invest-to-save fund has supported a number of these
schemes in the NHS since 2010-11 and, in fact, Cardiff and
Vale has a good track record of maximising the benefits
from the schemes that they've operated. This particular
round of funding is targeted at managerial and support
staff. The estimated savings per annum are £4.3 million,
because the health board’s moving to implementing new
models of service delivery, and that's outlined in its plans
and consultation—'Shaping Our Future Wellbeing'. That
strategy is to become one of the leading providers of
integrated healthcare in the UK within 10 years. So, you
can see that there is innovation that is being delivered as a
result of the ways in which we're taking forward the invest-
to-save scheme.

Now, you do raise the question, as well, about recovering
investments. Every project is different in terms of cash
releasing, so there are different challenges in terms of
implementation, and different expectations in terms of
repayment profiles, but each repayment profile is done on
a case-by-case basis. The longest payback periods that we
have at the moment are one project with a six-year
repayment and a handful with five-year repayments, but
the majority are repaid over a two to three-year period.

It's not just the
outcomes—and this is identified through very close
monitoring of every project—and it's not just the
expectations we have in terms of the cash-releasing
benefits, but also the repayment schedules, which, of
course, as | have already said, are on a case-by-case basis
but very clearly monitored in terms of each scheme. Also,
the delivery—and it goes back to touch on the point that
Nick Ramsay made about the delivery of the projects
themselves in terms of demonstrating good practice, and
demonstrating new ways of delivering services—obviously,
it's much easier to operationally monitor the impact of
energy efficiency schemes than, perhaps, the
transformation or the innovation that we see in some of
the public service delivery. Of course, then, we also have
other schemes where you can identify the impact—for
example, of voluntary early release schemes. | would just
say, because quite a lot of investment has gone into
voluntary early release schemes, each scheme is
administered by the human resource functions of each
NHS organisation. Overall, it's governed by NHS Wales. So,
we have to make sure that responsibility is clearly vested in
those organisations that have developed the proposal and
have developed the scheme. The voluntary early release
scheme is designed and developed by professionals within
the NHS in Wales, and managed by the finance directorate.

| will come back to you on the all-Wales broadband
scheme in writing. On your third point in terms of
publishing details of the schemes, well, you know, as | have
identified in my statement, that the examples of good
practice are featured on our website. We have had
evaluation undertaken, which has included case studies. Of
course, those case studies are regularly identified across
the public sector in terms of the particular sectors, whether
it be local government, the health service or, indeed, the
emergency services, where we can draw attention to what
has been achieved. Of course, as | said, the Wales Audit
Office and Academi Wales are also not only undertaking
studies, but identifying what can be available and what
knowledge and expertise is available in terms of the lessons
learned from invest-to-save.

Thirdly, when will you announce the details of the matured
schemes? The money has been repaid and the results and
outcomes are known, but will you list those and show in
detail the outcomes and improvements that have taken
place as a result of the investment? You've alluded
generally to the fact that this forms part of the way in
which you assess the schemes, but will you actually publish
the details so that we can get a feeling for the value of the
schemes and for those that have been proven to be most
successful and, as you said, in order to then ensure that
other parts of the public services in Wales that are in a
position to benefit from these schemes can take advantage
of them?

The first one is: how many schemes are taking
over three years to pay back their investment? Does the
Minister know how many local authorities are using their
own reserves in order to engage in invest-to-save
themselves? And, there have been a number of great
successes in areas such as medicine management, and the
use of solar panels. What is being done to spread such
good practice, and, more importantly, to try and get
further similar bids, from other bodies, to do the same
things?

Thank you very much indeed, Mike Hedges. I'm very
pleased also that you welcome the statement, and the
additional investment that we're making. | would also say,
as | do every time | make a statement on invest-to-save,
how valuable the inquiry by the Finance Committee has
been, and | am indeed very pleased to be implementing
the recommendations.

| think | have already responded in terms of how we can
ensure that we see repayments on a case-by-case basis. |
think, if you look at it—as | said—the longest payback
period we've got is one project with six years repayment, a
handful with five-year repayments. Again, I'm very happy
to provide Members with the schedule of the repayments
for each project that is supported.

| think on your point about the reserves, and where local
government is drawing the money from in order to make
up their 25 per cent of each project bid, towards the cost
of an invest-to-save project and the fund in itself, I'm not
aware of where they're drawing that funding from. I'm sure
that's a matter that local authorities will have different
means and ways of drawing on that funding, and that
resource. Of course, it is something where we would like to
encourage more local authorities to take up invest-to-save,
and | think the project that we're announcing today, in
terms of Newport—the Ringland project—uwill of course be
something that local authorities will be looking at very
carefully. I've already said that I'm working very much with
the Minister for Natural Resources, and that we are looking
at ways in which we can have a strategy, which is going to,
particularly, look at energy efficiency, in terms of the role of
invest-to-save.

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Just a few questions, Minister, because most of my
questions have been taken by previous speakers. I'm very
pleased to see that Newport City Council is undertaking an
invest-to-save project. I'm just wondering—obviously, they
are an exception, | think, amongst local authorities, in
terms of that—to what extent has interest been expressed
by the local authorities around Wales in also making use of
this scheme. Clearly, with capital at a premium in local
government, and with cuts in revenue, | would have
thought that many local councils would be making more
use of this scheme than they appear to be doing so.

| also welcome the extra money—the £1 million of projects
going into the education sector, noting that they appear to
be limited to Cardiff and Vale College, and Cardiff
Metropolitan University. I'd be interested in what
expressions of interest you have received from other
educational establishments, particularly in the further
education sector, in terms of making use of invest-to-save
as a means of making savings, as they also have to make
significant cuts in their provision in the present financial
year.

Finally, Minister, | think we're all very keen on spreading
best practice around Wales from these invest-to-save
projects, and, clearly, the case studies you've published are
part of that. I'm just wondering how proactive is the Welsh
Government in actually taking very good schemes, which
you have funded through invest-to-save, and actually
going out to local authorities, and other public sector
bodies, grabbing them by the scruff of the neck, and
saying, ‘Have you seen this, have you thought of doing
something along these lines?’, as a means of, essentially,
dragging them, kicking and screaming, if you like, towards
making use of this fund, to make sure that best practice is
spread around Wales.

Thank you very much, Peter Black, and thank you also for
your support for the invest-to-save fund. | do believe it is
one financial tool that we have developed very strongly,
with support across the Chamber in terms of Assembly
engagement, particularly through the Finance Committee
inquiry, but also in responding to my regular statements.
These statements are important, not only to get the news
over about the new investments that we're announcing,
but also to spread the message about good practice and to
stimulate interest, as you say, in terms of the very good
schemes that are being developed across the sector. |
think, in terms of local government, we, again, not only—.
In terms of the £8 million that's available, I'm writing to all
local authority chief executives again to encourage them to
take up, and take an interest in, the scheme. There are
some local authorities that are interested and that are
talking to my officials about potential schemes.

The health service has
grasped invest-to-save very fully, but we need to also
ensure that, across the board, ministerially and through the
sectors, we do promote and encourage more applications.

| am pleased to update Members today on the progress of
the European structural funds programmes in Wales for
2014-20, which, together with access to the single market,
clearly show how vital UK membership of the European
Union is to sustainable growth and jobs in Wales. Access to
the single market is a major attraction to investors: around
500 firms from other EU regions are based in Wales,
employing over 54,000 people. In addition, EU projects
supported by the structural funds for 2007-13 created
almost 30,700 jobs and 10,500 businesses, and helped
63,400 people into work, 46,500 people into further
learning and 194,200 people to gain qualifications.
Through the EU’'s common agricultural policy, around
16,000 farm businesses benefit from direct income
payments in Wales.

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Rwyf yn falch o roi'r wybodaeth ddiweddaraf i'r Aelodau
heddiw am gynnydd rhaglenni cronfeydd strwythurol
Ewrop yng Nghymru ar gyfer 2014-20, sydd, ynghyd a
mynediad i'r farchnad sengl, yn dangos yn glir pa mor
hanfodol yw aelodaeth y DU o'r Undeb Ewropeaidd i dwf a
swyddi cynaliadwy yng Nghymru. Mae mynediad i'r
farchnad sengl yn atyniad mawr i fuddsoddwyr: mae tua
500 o gwmniau o rannau eraill o'r UE wedi'u lleoli yng
Nghymru, ac yn cyflogi dros 54,000 o bobl.

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The new structural funds programmes, from 2014-20,
worth £1.9 billion, present further opportunities to support
sustainable economic growth and jobs. We are already
making excellent progress with their delivery. Wales was
the first nation in the UK, and among the first in the EU, to
have its structural funds programmes agreed. This was
made possible by the excellent co-operation between the
Welsh Government, European Commission and our
partners across the public, private and third sectors in
Wiales. Formal launch events to celebrate this important
milestone were held in north and south Wales at the end
of last year, and | was delighted to announce £20 million of
EU funds for Aberystwyth University’'s £35 million
Innovation and Enterprise Campus—the first project
approval under the new EU funds.

In the six months since the programmes were agreed, |
have announced further investments of EU funds, now
totalling over £220 million, in 17 projects. These
investments are supporting key areas such as enterprise,
innovation, employment, skills, gender equality, and
support for young people. Most recently, the First Minister
announced £10 million of EU funds for Minesto’s marine
energy scheme in Anglesey, Deep Green. This is an
excellent example of not only EU funds driving Wales's
potential to be a world leader in this field, but also of
putting foundations in place to attract inward investment,
with the Swedish company now set to establish its UK
headquarters here in Wales. This brings EU investments so
far to some 12% per cent of the total EU allocation for
2014-20, and clearly shows that we have hit the ground
running with programme delivery. Further EU investments
will be announced over the coming weeks and months in
areas including research, strategic infrastructure, and
employment and skills, and these will put us firmly on track
to achieving our target of committing around one third of
the EU funds available to Wales by the end of this financial
year. The new Ireland-Wales co-operation programme is
also now up and running, with an open call for proposals
now under way.

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Partnership is, of course, essential to the successful delivery
of EU funds in Wales, as it was in the development of the
programmes. Building on the recommendations of Dr
Grahame Guilford's review, the alignment of EU funds
activity alongside existing and emerging key spatial and
sectoral initiatives—including the enterprise zones, local
growth zones, business improvement districts, and
Communities First clusters—will be vital to achieve
maximum impact. It will also be important for EU funds to
be integrated as part of a coherent and prioritised package
of public and private investments that will bring genuine
transformational change for an area and maximise the
impact on jobs and growth. To help progress this agenda,
discussions with the key partners, including the two city
region boards in south Wales, the north Wales economic
ambition board, the chairs of the enterprise zones and
other local and regional partnerships have taken place. It is
vital that, through this dialogue, the views and priorities of
the private sector are captured and used to shape delivery
of the new programmes. This is particularly important in
helping us to focus the delivery of new pan-Wales
structural funds projects being taken forward by Welsh
Government departments. We can't afford to miss any
opportunity to align funding with emerging growth
opportunities.

The new single Wales programme monitoring committee—
a prime example of partners working together to achieve
the right outcomes—has also been considering proposals
for regional partnership engagement, including how the
economic prioritisation framework can help guide EU
investments. It is also promoting the integration and co-
ordination across all of the European structural and
investment funds, including the rural and fisheries funds, as
well as with other EU funding programmes such as Horizon
2020. Going forward, the PMC's work programme includes
examining how the success and impact of EU funds can
best be measured. In this context, as I've said in previous
statements to Members, and to stakeholders and
beneficiaries that I've met during events and visits to
projects across Wales, the delivery of the EU funds is not
‘business as usual’. EU funds are being invested in support
of fewer priorities, in a more focused way, to create a more
prosperous, competitive, fairer and inclusive society.

EU funds will help tackle historical gaps between Wales and
the UK in key areas such as competitive research funding,
employment, and living standards; support investments
such as the south-east Wales metro, which can deliver a
step change in our economic performance; link with other
major private and public investments in the Welsh
economy to maximise impact on growth and jobs; create
the best conditions for businesses to flourish and grow by
improving access to repayable finance, increase skills and
build our reputation for world-class research and
innovation; ensure a stronger focus on raising aspirations
and tackling poverty by helping those most in need to find
and sustain employment; and position Wales as a leader in
renewable energy by exploiting the potential of the marine
energy sector.

including David Lidington, the Minister for Europe. | can
also guarantee that, as a pro-European Government, we
will keep on making the most robust case possible for the
UK'’s continued membership of the EU.

Finally, I want to ensure that the communities and people
we represent are made fully aware of the benefits of EU
funds to Wales, and how crucial a fully engaged UK is to
the success of the EU, and the EU is to the prosperity and
wellbeing of Wales and the UK.

One of the challenges that faces us is persuading not just
Ministers in the new Government, who seem to be
somewhat cynical, but also people in Wales that being part
of Europe is important. | was doing research online into
some of the projects that you've mentioned, Minister, and |
can't find anything in the press at all about these
important developments, like the Minesto development
that the First Minister announced recently. So, | just
wondered what you think we can do to translate some of
these initiatives into stories so that people will be able to
grasp why Europe is important to the future of Wales.

| have some specific questions around—. You've
mentioned and highlighted the importance of the
development of the marine energy sector in your
statement, and | just wondered if you can give us any idea
of what developments are occurring in promoting wind
energy, because, obviously, we have a huge coastline, and
that gives us a very large amount of wind that we could be
tapping into, but, so far, those companies that have
endeavoured to do it in some parts of Wales haven't had a
great deal of success. | was very pleased to read online
about the Communities4Work programme, which has got
£14.4 million in west Wales and the Valleys for those over
25 years old, because, although the Jobs Growth Wales
programme is extremely important, it's also very important
that we ensure that people who are older than that are
also supported to get into work. | wondered if you could
tell me a little bit about how that will work in practice,
because it's a programme that's going to be delivered by
the Government, but presumably not from Cardiff bay. So,
it would be useful to know a little bit more about how that
is going to be successful in getting those vulnerable people
who need work into work.

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The other question | had was around who decides what is a
backbone project or isn't, because | noticed that one of the
programmes that are under consideration on the website
—the Cardiff University brain research and imaging centre
—is badged as not a backbone project. Given that two
weeks ago we had a brain surgeon and a clinical
psychologist come and talk to us about the work of this
very important centre, which is doing research into the
causes of epilepsy, bipolar disease and dementia, amongst
other diseases, and trying to map the correlation between
the psychological wellbeing of individuals and the effect on
their brain, it seems to me that that research has huge
implications for people across the world who are suffering
from brain-related diseases, but also they've been
extremely successful in attracting very high-class
professionals. | don‘t know whether you're able to touch
on why that therefore is not considered to be a backbone
project, and who decides that.

| thank Jenny Rathbone for her questions. Of course, as
chair of the programme monitoring committee, she has a
very important role to play, particularly in relation to the
communication strategies that, of course, have to be
adopted in terms of the new structural fund programmes.
In fact, the PMC has approved a communication strategy,
and we need to make sure that that communication
strategy does, as you say, actually highlight the human-
interest stories in terms of the beneficiaries in terms of the
response to the impact of our new round of European
structural funds. | hope all Members will have seen that
today | issued a letter where we undertook a campaign
focusing around Europe Day, with links to every local
authority area in Wales, to highlight the beneficiaries in
terms of business, individuals and communities. Again, that
is an opportunity for you to share. | shall also be ensuring
that all local authorities are aware of that information as
well.

Jenny Rathbone raises a number of questions. Obviously,
the opportunities that we have with marine energy are
considerable, and indeed there was press and publicity in
terms of the Minesto announcement, which the First
Minister made, but also to look at the opportunities in
terms of energy efficiency and renewables, and, of course,
we are very much dependent in terms of what comes
forward in terms of proposals.

I'm glad that you welcome the Communities4Work over-
25s project, because in west Wales and the Valleys, and, of
course, north Wales, that is crucial in terms of jobs and
growth and opportunities.

So, the strategy and the criteria for
approving backbone projects are very clearly laid out. We
would wish to not only take forward those successful
projects but also consider—and certainly decisions haven't
been made, not fixed and final, about many of the
expressions of interest that now are being considered.

Nick Ramsay Bywgraffiad Biography

Thank you, Chair, and thank you, Minister, for today’s
update on the progress of EU structural funds. You
referred to Grahame Guilford's review and the alignment of
EU funds activity, including enterprise zones—there was a
heck of a lot in your statement, to be honest, including
business improvement districts. | agree with you that we
need a coherent package of public and private investments
and that neither sector can do this alone. As the Enterprise
and Business Committee's report on the Horizon 2020
inquiry found, we need to provide solid examples, from
now on, of how investment of funds will deliver sustainable
growth. It's clear that the goalposts have changed from the
spending of funds in the past.

You've mentioned the city region boards and say that
discussions have taken place with those boards. Could you
tell us a bit more about the outcomes of those discussions
and how they're going to be playing their part? Private
views are, | would agree with you, vitally important to
shaping the new programmes. We've heard about them
from the Wales monitoring committee, which you say has
been very important in promoting integration across all EU
structural funds. We know about the importance of that
integration. A little bit more detail about how the
committee has been promoting that integration wouldn't
go amiss.

Pardon my scepticism here, but you set out objectives of
the EU funds, and top of the list is helping tackle the
historical gaps between Wales and England. Now, we all
know that the Welsh Government and this Assembly have
been recognising the historical gaps between Wales and
England, and, indeed, within Wales, for a long time. We
were told that the first round of structural funds was
supposed to deal with the problems of west Wales and the
Valleys, for instance, and that didn’t happen at the time.
So, how are you going to ensure that the next round of
structural funds is going to deliver that sort of sustainable
growth that we would all like to see?

Cyfeiriasoch at adolygiad Grahame
Guilford ac alinio gweithgarwch cronfeydd yr UE, gan
gynnwys parthau menter—roedd llawer iawn yn eich
datganiad, a dweud y gwir, gan gynnwys ardaloedd gwella
busnes. Rwyf yn cytuno a chi fod arnom angen pecyn
cydlynol o fuddsoddiadau cyhoeddus a phreifat ac na all y
naill sector na'r llall wneud hyn ar ei ben ei hun. Fel y canfu
adroddiad y Pwyllgor Menter a Busnes ar ymchwiliad

Maddeuwch fy amheuon yma, ond rydych yn nodi
amcanion cronfeydd yr UE, ac ar frig y rhestr mae helpu i
gau'r bylchau hanesyddol rhwng Cymru a Lloegr. Yn awr,
rydym i gyd yn gwybod bod Llywodraeth Cymru a'r
Cynulliad hwn yn cydnabod y bylchau hanesyddol rhwng
Cymru a Lloegr, ac, yn wir, o fewn Cymru, ers amser maith.
Dywedwyd wrthym fod cylch cyntaf y cronfeydd
strwythurol i fod i ddatrys problemau’r gorllewin a'r
Cymoedd, er enghraifft, ac ni ddigwyddodd hynny ar y
pryd. Felly, sut ydych chi'n mynd i sicrhau y bydd y cylch
nesaf o gronfeydd strwythurol yn cyflawni'r math hwnnw o
dwf cynaliadwy yr hoffem i gyd ei weld?
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You touched on the metro in your initial contribution. I'd
like to know more about how EU funds are going to be
used to support the metro. There are some very tight
timescales for the delivery of that programme and aligning
it with the new rail franchises, for instance. So, how is that
funding going to help? Have you approached the European
Investment Bank at all? | know that they've been
responsible for investment, particularly in transport rail
infrastructure projects in the north of Spain, and elsewhere
in Europe. In the past, there has been criticism that Welsh
Government hasn't accessed EIB funding as much as it
could have, so are we looking at least at the potential for
getting funding from the investment bank?

The Finance Committee report of July 2014 contained a
number of recommendations, many of which you accepted
or accepted in principle. I'd be grateful if we could have—
I'm not expecting a full response today, but if we could
have an update on how those recommendations have
been implemented and progress that's been made—. To
pick one of the recommendations, recommendation 6 of
that report spoke about the need for review of
representation in the Wales House in Brussels and the
need to tailor its services better to the needs of businesses
in Wales. That's one example of an area | think it'd be
important if we had an update from the Welsh
Government on, on how improvements have been made.
That committee report also mentioned the need for a
champion—a better championing of European issues in
Brussels. | know that, in your response to that report, you
—Welsh Government—said that you felt that ministerial
presence there was enough of a championing. There was a
disagreement about that within the committee and within
this Chamber. I'd be grateful to know how you are better
at championing Wales's representation there in what is, we
all agree, a very, very important future progress being
made with accessing of European structural funds.

Thank you very much, Nick Ramsay. I'm glad you welcome
the fact that we are very much engaging cross-sectoral
interests in the next round of structural funds, particularly a
focus on the private sector. In fact, it was only yesterday
that | met with all the chairs of the enterprise zones. | have
already had one meeting with the chairs of the enterprise
zones, | met them from across Wales—in fact, | know
they're very interested in this statement today—to talk
about, as | said in my statement, how we can align their
interests and growth sectoral interests particularly with
opportunities with the new structural funds. But, as | said
when | met with, also, chairs of the city region boards, both
Cardiff and Swansea—and I'm shortly meeting with the
north Wales economic ambition board representatives as
well—we need to be more focused, we need to ensure that
we get their advice in terms of what we should and could
take forward, which will have the greatest impact to ensure
that we are making that step-change in the economy that
we seek. | think this is very important in terms of this
round: it's focusing on results.

Byddwn yn ddiolchgar pe gallem gael—nid wyf yn disgwyl
ymateb llawn heddiw, ond pe gallem gael y wybodaeth
ddiweddaraf am sut y mae'r argymhellion hynny wedi'u
gweithredu a'r cynnydd sydd wedi'i wneud—. A dewis un
o'r argymhellion, roedd argymhelliad 6 yr adroddiad
hwnnw'n sén am yr angen i adolygu cynrychiolaeth yn Nhy
Cymru ym Mrwsel a'r angen i deilwra ei wasanaethau’n well
i anghenion busnesau yng Nghymru.

Rwyf yn falch eich bod yn
croesawu'r ffaith ein bod yn wir yn cynnwys buddiannau
traws-sector yng nghylch nesaf y cronfeydd strwythurol,
gan ganolbwyntio’'n enwedig ar y sector preifat. Yn wir,
ddoe ddiwethaf cefais gyfarfod & holl gadeiryddion y
parthau menter. Rwyf eisoes wedi cael un cyfarfod a
chadeiryddion y parthau menter, cyfarfGm & hwy o bob
rhan o Gymru—yn wir, gwn fod ganddynt ddiddordeb
mawr yn y datganiad hwn heddiw—i drafod, fel y dywedais
yn fy natganiad, sut y gallwn alinio eu buddiannau hwy a'u
buddiannau mewn twf sectoraidd yn arbennig a chyfleoedd
o ran y cronfeydd strwythurol newydd. Ond, fel y dywedais
pan gyfarfim, hefyd, & chadeiryddion byrddau'r dinas-
ranbarthau, Caerdydd ac Abertawe—a byddaf yn cwrdd a
chynrychiolwyr bwrdd uchelgais economaidd y gogledd cyn
bo hir, hefyd—mae angen mwy o ffocws arnom, mae
angen inni sicrhau ein bod yn gofyn eu cyngor o ran yr hyn
y dylem acy gallem fwrw ymlaen ag ef, a fydd yn cael yr
effaith fwyaf er mwyn sicrhau ein bod yn gwneud y newid
sylweddol hwnnw a geisiwn i'r economi.

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This goes back to the question about backbone projects
and what we should focus on. It's got to have a limited
number of key objectives; results have to be identified for
each priority axis of our structural fund programmes; we
have to have clear, specific objectives, realistic results, and
we need to show more clearly what impact the funding will
have, what it will create, and how it can unlock wider
private sector investment. That's the sort of discussion that
I've been having with the key economic players, alongside
the Minister for Economy, Science and Transport.

Also, as a result of this, we know that we can't
singlehandedly raise our GDP as a result of structural
funds. We can close the gap; they can use them to make
vital contributions to the Welsh economy and labour
market. And | think we need to use structural funds
alongside all other levers at our disposal in terms of our
ambitions for the Welsh economy. But | do think it's
important to look back to the impact of the recession. We
did suffer a deeper recession than the rest of the UK,
particularly west Wales and the Valleys, and had significant
budget cuts. But we also were very innovative at the time
in identifying a new programme, the ProAct programme,
and also ReAct, to help us lead Wales out of the recession
using structural funds to that benefit.

| will finally say that, in terms of the European Investment
Bank, we're already very engaged with the EIB. They're an
active investor in the Welsh economy. They've completed
two deals this year—£230 million loaned to Welsh Water
and £51 million loaned to the second largest windfarm in
the world, Gwynt y Mér—back to Jenny Rathbone's point
about wind energy. That is, of course, located eight miles
off the north Wales coast. They've invested in Swansea
University’s innovation campus, and, of course, also we are
engaging with them in terms of the Juncker package in
terms of the European fund for strategic investments. And
we do welcome the Commission’s emphasis on greater
utilisation of repayable finance.

Finally, I did respond in some detail to the Finance
Committee's report, particularly responding in my
statement on the EU funding ambassadors and their roles
and the fact that | now regularly meet with all
representatives in the Wales House and also encourage
them to bring in wider representations in terms of the
private and third sectors.

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| think we should also welcome the very clear statement
you made, Minister, that this is a pro-European
Government and will continue to make the case for
membership of the European Union. It's absolutely
fundamental, | believe, to the success of our economy and
an important part of who we are as a society that we want
to pool and share our sovereignty with our friends,
comrades and colleagues on the European mainland. |
hope that this Government will continue to make that case
as we use structural funds in a constructive way in order to
improve our economic performance, but also to improve
economic performance for a purpose. | was very pleased to
hear what you said about Grahame Guilford's review. |
think that's also achieving some of the ambitions that we
had for it and is certainly helping to route this round of
funding in a very clear economic target, in a way that,
perhaps, wasn't always the case. | think that's certainly
something that | very much welcome and | think will be
welcomed elsewhere as well.

But, in terms of setting targets, you yourself, Minister, and
others before you, have said that you want to be very clear
that this is the last round of funding that Wales receives at
the highest level and we need to be very clear about how
we achieve that. We can certainly achieve targets on GDP
and growth, and | think the Conservative spokesperson
has mentioned that already. But let us also ensure that we
have very clear targets that aren’t simply about achieving
targets on growth, but are also about the eradication of
poverty and tackling climate change—hard-wiring
sustainable growth into what we're doing. We all know that
it's possible to achieve targets on GDP without actually
touching the issues of poverty in some of our most
vulnerable communities. | think it would be an absolute
tragedy if we put in place targets that are simply there to
achieve political objectives in terms of paperwork, but don't
actually change the opportunities and life chances of
people living in some of our most vulnerable communities.
So, | hope that we'll be able to see very clear targets for
that.

My final point, Minister, is that of integration. This, again,
was raised by our Conservative friend. Integration is
absolutely fundamental if we are going to achieve the
greatest impact on the economy and on the communities
that we represent—the integration not just of the two
major structural funds, but other funds from Horizon 2020
through to rural development plan funds as well.
Integration was a fundamental part of how we were going
to approach this spending in this round. | hope, Minister,
you'll be able to give us an indication of how that
integration, in terms of projects and in terms of not only
reporting but management as well, is something that the
Government will be able to achieve and that you will
achieve the ambitions that you've set yourself.

Minister for Farming and Food on the rural development
plan and the funding for the programme last week. That
demonstrated the real opportunity that we've got in terms
of bringing together not only our structural funds with our
rural development funds, but also the integration of the
other funds that, of course, I've mentioned today in terms
of centrally managed funds, not just the territorial co-
operation programmes, like the Ireland-Wales programme,
but also those other directly managed funds, such as
Erasmus, Horizon 2020 and LIFE+. | think that | fully
expressed that integration in my statement on the role of
the EU funding ambassadors who, of course, have that as
their key objective, in terms of widening the opportunities
that we have to take advantage of the European
Commission’s funding streams in its wider sense.

I'm glad that you recognise that we are very much in tune
with the business community in terms of how we address
this round of structural funds. But, also, | would say that
we are very much in tune with the business community, |
would say, as a pro-European Government. We recognise
that the Confederation of British Industry Wales chair,
Chris Sutton, said after the general election that he wanted
to be sure that CBI Wales would be campaigning to stay
within a reformed EU. Also, Elgan Morgan, of the South
Wales Chamber of Commerce, commented that

‘Leaving the EU would complicate relationships between
Welsh businesses and their European customers and may
discourage businesses from pursing export possibilities
altogether.’

We do look to the business community to make those
points very powerfully in relation to the importance of the
EU to Wales.

We have to be clear about our economic targets and what
we achieve in terms of that overall economic and wider
social and environmental benefit from being part of the
European Union, and being able to benefit from all the
range of structural funds. So, | very much welcome your
comments on the importance of using the structural funds
to tackle poverty, and tackling inequalities as a result, and
also the environmental benefits that can accrue from the
particular measures, which are very key in this round, in
terms of tackling climate change and promoting energy
efficiency and renewables. | mean, we have just spent 20
per cent of our structural funds on eradicating poverty and,
of course, the Minister for Communities and Tackling
Poverty is monitoring that very carefully. But, it's certainly
not just 20 per cent, because we know that if we're
creating opportunities for jobs, particularly for those who
are hardest to reach and furthest from the labour market,
we will be tackling poverty if we're also tackling the issues
that affect whole communities. And by giving new
prospects through the private as well as the public sector
through the structural funds, we will be making the step
change difference that we wish to see.

Roeddech chi'n cyfeirio yn eich datganiad bod angen inni
fod yn fwy ‘focused'—'not business as usual’ oedd eich
disgrifiad chi.

Mae adroddiad Guilford yn dweud yn glir bod angen cael
arweiniad clir, ac mae adroddiad y Pwyllgor Cyllid yn
awgrymu efallai nad WEFO ydy'r llwybr gorau i'w ddilyn er
mwyn gosod y cyfeiriad yma. Rydych wedi cyfeirio at y
sector preifat. Ein barn ni ym Mhlaid Cymru ydy y dylid
sefydlu corff dan arweiniad y sector preifat i weithio ochr yn
ochr &'r Liywodraeth. A ydych chi wedi ystyried hyn, ac os
ydych chi wedi ei wrthod o, a allwch chi esbonio pam eich
bod chi wedi gwneud hynny?

Ac yn olaf, yr unig gyfeiriad yn y datganiad at unrhyw
gynlluniau penodol ydy hwnnw i'r metro fel cynllun y bydd
disgwyl i'r cronfeydd strwythurol gyfrannu atyn nhw. Rwan,
rydym eisoes yn son am wario £1 biliwn o hawl benthyca'r
Llywodraeth ar gynllun yr M4. A oes gennych chi ryw
syniad faint o gyfraniad y byddwch chi'n disgwyl i'r
cronfeydd strwythurol ei wneud i'r metro, gan gofio bod
yna ardaloedd eraill yng Nghymru hefyd yn disgwyl hwb
o'r fath? Oes yna gynlluniau eraill ar y gweill, fel y metro, y
gallwch chi gyfeirio atyn nhw mewn rhannau eraill o Gymru
a fydd yn derbyn arian dan y rownd nesaf o gronfeydd
strwythurol? Diolch.
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Thank you very much for this opportunity to contribute to

this statement. The main purpose of the structural funds,
of course, is to raise the level of GDP and DVA in those
areas that receive that support, and | accept the points
that Alun Davies made in relation to the eradication of
poverty as well. Unfortunately, despite the expenditure and
the praise of the programmes, the expected outcomes
haven't taken place here in Wales. The comparative level of
GDP per head in the west Wales and the Valleys area has
remained consistently low, and those areas where there’s
poverty and deprivation have also remained without a
great deal of movement. So, the question is: why has that
happened despite this rather significant investment that
has been made over this past decade?

You referred in your statement that we need to be more
focused—not business as usual, which was your description
of it. So, how is the Government going to ensure that this
next tranche of funding is going to give a genuine boost to
wealth and employment in Wales, and to change the
situation, which has proven very difficult to achieve up till
now? And it's not clear from the statement what those
priorities are, or what the strategy is to achieve them.

The Guilford report states very clearly that there is a need
for clear leadership, and the report of the Finance
Committee suggests that perhaps WEFO isn't the best
path to follow to set that direction. You've referred to the
private sector. Our opinion in Plaid Cymru is that a body
should be established, led by the private sector, to work
side by side with the Government. Have you considered
this, and if you've rejected that suggestion, could you tell
us why you've done so?

Finally, the only reference in the statement to any specific
schemes is that to the metro as a scheme that structural
funds are expected to contribute towards. Now, we're
already talking about spending £1 billion of the
Government's borrowing ability on the M4 scheme. Have
you any idea of how much of a contribution you expect the
structural funds to make to the metro, remembering the
fact that there are other areas in Wales that are also
expecting a boost of that kind? Are there other schemes in
the pipeline, such as the metro, that you can refer to in
other parts of Wales that will receive funding under this
next tranche of structural funds? Thank you.
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Diolch yn fawr, Alun Ffred Jones. | hope my statement and,
indeed, my responses to questions demonstrated my
commitment particularly to engaging with the private
sector in this new round of structural funds, and also
recognised, just in terms of your points about what kind of
change we are going to see, what this step change and
what the transformation that we're going to see as a result
of the new round of structural funds are. We've got to
recognise where we've come from, and that the west Wales
and the Valleys region—and, of course, that includes all of
north Wales—has suffered a deeper recession than the rest
of the UK. You know, we've got to remember where we've
come from and how we've addressed that over the period,
particularly over the deepest period of recession, and how
we've used our structural funds to benefit this region,
particularly supporting jobs and growth, and also recognise
that we do have this economic prioritisation framework
now in this new round. It is a key tool, maximising the
impact of EU funds. It's focused around key economic
opportunities. It maps significant existing and planned
investments within the Welsh economy, and we are
maximising the impact of our investment to meet Europe
2020 and Welsh Government goals, and that's about
greater focus and concentration of resources. |'ve already
responded to the questions and points about the
integration agenda and the real synergy that exists so that
we can also use European structural investment funds to
have better outcomes.

On your points about the delivery and management of the
funds, the WAO report published last April did recognise
significant improvements that have been achieved since
previous programmes. And, in fact, Grahame Guilford's
review also recognised that we do have the right
foundations in place to maximise our investments. Those
investments, of course—and it's worth, again, repeating
them—are in research and innovation, SME
competitiveness, the low-carbon economy, connectivity,
sustainable development, and helping increase skills and
employment. All of those are key to delivering on economic
growth and jobs across Wales.

Just in terms of the projects that we have approved—I
haven't listed them; it would have been an even longer
statement—I do also draw attention again to my links in
the Europe Day letter that | have written to all Members.
There are links to all the beneficiaries in their communities.
The projects that we have already approved include
entrepreneurship support from Business Wales for west
Wales and the Valleys, which is £30.4 million. There is
£10.1 million for east Wales. I've mentioned the
Aberystwyth innovation and enterprise campus. Also,
ReAct 11, tackling poverty through sustainable employment
—that's £16.7 million. Agile Nation for west Wales and the
Valleys and east Wales—that's skills for growth in terms of
tackling gender inequality. Active inclusion is about £16.6
million. The lead organisation is the Wales Council for
Voluntary Action. That's a backbone project, tackling
poverty through sustainable employment. Deep Green
from Minesto—again, that's private sector-led—meeting
the renewable energy and energy efficiency scheme. And
there are many more to announce; those, of course, are
just some of them.

Minister, one matter that's long been the subject of debate
is the way that the European structural fund programmes
relate to each other Wales-wide and, for me particularly, in
terms of south-east Wales and the recognition that the
economy of south-east Wales very much relates to the
economy of the surrounding Valleys, for example, and it
can be quite artificial to try and make distinctions between
them. | wonder if you could tell the Chamber how the
current programme that will roll out for several years to
come will achieve that integration. | note in your statement
that you speak of the single Wales programme monitoring
committee promoting integration and co-ordination across
all European structural and investment funds, and | wonder
if you could flesh that out a little in terms of those issues
and say to what extent the economy of south-east Wales
will be supported during this round of funding to benefit
that area but also, of course, the regional economy that, in
part, depends upon it.

Within that, can you say any more than you've said already
today about the south-east Wales metro and, indeed, the
marine energy sector, because, obviously, the metro
system is very important to that wider south-east Wales
economy, overlapping the Valleys and the area outside the
Valleys? And, of course, there are ambitious projects for a
roll-out of marine energy in terms of the lagoons, on from
Swansea, if, indeed, that's given the go-ahead, to both
sides of the mouth of the Usk—Newport to Cardiff and
from Newport down to Magor. So, it would be very
interesting for the Chamber, | think, Minister, if you could
say any more in terms of how these funds might help
facilitate those projects.

as a result of that funding'. So, it is vitally important that
this is seen as an all-Wales opportunity, although, of
course, we have to target our resources where we have to,
where the need is greatest economically and socially, and
that is within west Wales and the Valleys.

But, there are a number of projects that, of course, can
benefit both west Wales and the Valleys in east Wales and,
of course, the metro is one of those, as an integrated
public transport project, which is what the European
Commission is looking for. As | said, we will be getting
more information about that very shortly from the Minister
for Economy, Science and Transport.

| would also like to say—you mentioned marine energy—
that we are putting in proposals to what's known as the
Juncker package—the European fund for strategic
investments. We've contributed a list for potential UK
pipeline projects that actually, from north to south, include
Anglesey energy island in terms of an integrated suite of
investments in low-carbon energy, but also down to
Swansea bay tidal lagoon. | know that the company is
developing proposals for Newport and Cardiff, but then, on
an all-Wales basis, we are talking about flood and coastal
risk management, the Green Growth fund, environmental
protection scheme and indeed, the metro itself, also, is
featured in the list of proposals that we've put forward.

| am glad to see that early progress has been made on
some of the pragmatic elements of the programme, but for
me the fundamental question, as it has been for the other
opposition spokespeople, is: are we always focused on the
primary goal here? Structural funds are obviously awarded
to us on the basis that the GVA of west Wales and the
Valleys is so shockingly far below the EU average, despite
the fact that we are part of one of the richest countries on
the planet.

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Now, the Welsh Government has consistently said that the
aim of these programmes should be to lift our nation out
of this position and the question | ask is: can we be
confident that what we're doing here is so fundamentally
different that it will have that impact? The recent Institute
of Welsh Affairs report by Gerald Holtham on the economic
strategy for Wales—or the lack thereof—pointed out that
to close the gap between Wales and the rest of the UK
would require growth of 4 per cent a year for 20 years.
We've been stuck at 72 per cent of the UK average GVA
per head since the dawn of devolution. No progress has
been made at all in all of that time, despite previous rounds
of structural funds, so there is no room here for
complacency.

The fundamental question, as | say, is: will these
programmes that we are now moving forward with
transform the GVA of Wales? How are we monitoring how
those programmes contribute to that measure? The
previous rounds of funding have not budged our relative
GVA; will our use of this round be so significantly different
that we will see a significantly different outcome?

The Minister has mentioned the south Wales metro and
the tidal lagoons, clearly these are huge projects with
massive potential, but conservative estimates of the cost of
the metro proposals are something in the region of £1.5
billion, concentrated in a very small area of Wales, and, of
course, we have only £1.9 billion in total to work with.
Clearly, the importance of working with the Juncker plan
there is critical to make sure that we are able to lever in
additional investment, and my party would very
wholeheartedly work alongside you and support you in
your efforts to lever in that funding, because it's so
important.

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| recognise the engagement efforts, Minister, that you've
been making, but | do have a few questions about some of
the practical things. Are we involving new people in the
engagement work that we are doing, trying to put
together the partnerships we're talking about, or are we
working with the same people, with the same projects and
the same ideas to the likely same results? Can | ask how
you are monitoring and assessing the impact in terms of
GVA of each of these individual programmes? Will each of
these individual programmes make a contribution to that
massive GVA deficit that we have to make up? And how
are you monitoring how each of these individual parts of
the jigsaw make up a whole that is worth having?
Ultimately, how will any of these costed programmes, you
know, lift us out of the position we are in, not just in the
south Wales Valleys and south-east Wales, where much of
the talk is concentrated, but how will we make sure that all
of the people of Wales come on this journey with us to a
better future? Also, looking at the approved programmes,
it's clear that some of them are continued funding for
projects that have been ongoing for some years, not
programmes that have a clear start and end point, so what
is going to happen to those programmes after structural
funds? If the aim is truly to lift us out of qualifying for
structural funds, what is your exit strategy for leaving
structural funds and to be able to continue with the social
programmes that you wish to do that are currently funded
in this way?

Finally, on monitoring, who or what is ensuring that the
economic prioritisation framework and the data feeding
into that are objective and accurate? What independent
research will be done to assess progress and to inform
decisions? You know, | am particularly interested in the
question of whether or not you've developed research
techniques for measuring the impact of programmes, as
opposed to outputs from programmes, on the basis of the
EU’s continued emphasis on the importance of measuring
those longitudinal impacts, rather than the outputs that we
have seen previously.

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You're quite right to focus on monitoring and evaluation,
as we are. I've already mentioned the priority access and
the fact we need key objectives and results to be identified.
Specific objectives have to be clear and realistic in terms of
what they expect to deliver, and we need much wider
impacts than just the numbers in terms of beneficiaries. We
need to unlock wider private sector investment, and we do
need to ensure that the results focus of the new
programmes set out more realistically what we and the
European Commission expect these programmes to deliver.
That's why, as you know, we've got narrow objectives,
we've got results indicators and more specific targets. |
think, just in terms of the implication of the results focus,
we'll see a greater proportion of targeting in each project;
we've reduced the number of priorities and objectives that
we're trying to deliver; and targeting means different
things for each objective, but it could mean identifying
areas of genuine specialisation for research and innovation,
SMEs or targeting energy efficiency measures. Of course,
that means that we've got to have that good monitoring
and evaluation to understand what the programmes are
delivering in terms of results. We've developed a
comprehensive strategy to guide the monitoring and the
evaluation over the programme period, and it does cover a
broad suite of programme level evaluations, but we also
need to ensure that we get the best methods for
monitoring and evaluation. The programme monitoring
committee also has a key role to play in monitoring
progress of the programmes, helping us to measure
success. This is actually one of the first areas they've
chosen to look at, and | think it's the first time that the
PMC have done this. So, of course, this is going to be very
important in feeding back to the sectors as well as to the
Welsh Government in terms of the impact of that
monitoring. So, | welcome your robust scrutiny. We want
to deliver in the way that we all aspire to ensure that the
structural funds can play their part in ensuring that it
makes a vital contribution to the Welsh economy and the
labour market.

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Diolch, Gadeirydd. Rwy'n falch o fod yn gwneud datganiad
ar y diweddariad blynyddol i'r cynllun cyflawni cenedlaethol
ar gyfer cydlyniant cymunedol.

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These are certainly challenging times, particularly when
austerity and welfare reform are having a detrimental
impact on our communities, testing their resilience. In
times of greater hardship, negative views and stereotypes
can become entrenched in relation to particular people or
communities. These negative stereotypes often have a
disproportionate impact on more disadvantaged
communities, including Gypsies and Travellers, refugees
and asylum seekers.

The community cohesion programme aims to mitigate
some of these negative impacts. A delivery plan was
launched in June 2014 and is being delivered across Wales
through eight Welsh Government-funded regional
community cohesion co-ordinator posts based within local
authorities. The plan provides an overarching national
structure across seven outcome areas. Co-ordinators are
playing a key role in translating this into regional and local
delivery. The first two outcome areas in the delivery plan
are tackling hate crime and tackling modern slavery. These
include supporting the delivery of our hate crimes and
incidents framework for action, and the work of regional
anti-slavery forums. We know there is significant under-
reporting on both issues across Wales, and work has
included supporting the national hate crime and report
centre and first responders to aid awareness and provide
support for victims. For example, co-ordinators have told
us that 3,000 front-line staff have now received training on
tackling hate crime and modern slavery.

The Housing (Wales) Act 2014 has placed a duty on all
local authorities to undertake accommodation assessments
for Gypsies and Travellers. Co-ordinators ensure
communities are engaged with developing policies and
services. This has included the development of regional
approaches to share effective practice. Through these
structures, co-ordinators have managed tensions,
particularly where proposals for new sites have increased
anxiety locally. Greater cultural awareness has included the
roll-out of training to over 450 local authority staff and 77
members, and a number of targeted approaches with
communities, such as myth-busting. Understanding
immigration and the impacts upon communities has been
an ongoing focus for the co-ordinators, particularly where
large-scale economic projects are providing challenges to
cohesion locally and areas where there is already a large
migrant population. | am pleased to have announced
funding for a strategic migration contract through the
Welsh Refugee Council and the Centre on Migration, Policy
and Society this year to develop data on migration
patterns. Strategic groups and approaches have been put
in place. For example, a community safety and cohesion
board is being supported in Anglesey around Wylfa
Newydd nuclear power station, and a multi-agency group
is being supported in Cardiff to scope what work is needed
on services for asylum seekers in the changing economic
climate.

Mae mwy o ymwybyddiaeth ddiwylliannol wedi
cynnwys cyflwyno hyfforddiant i dros 450 o staff awdurdod
lleol a 77 o aelodau, ac mae nifer o ddulliau wedi'u targedu
gyda chymunedau, fel chwalu mythau. Mae deall
mewnfudo a'r effeithiau ar gymunedau wedi bod yn
bwyslais parhaus i'r cydgysylltwyr, yn enwedig lle mae
prosiectau economaidd ar raddfa fawr yn golygu heriau i
gydlyniant yn lleol ac mewn ardaloedd lle ceir poblogaeth
ymfudol fawr eisoes. Rwy'n falch o fod wedi cyhoeddi cyllid
ar gyfer contract ymfudo strategol drwy Gyngor
Ffoaduriaid Cymru a'r Ganolfan ar Ymfudo, Polisi a
Chymdeithas eleni i ddatblygu data ar batrymau mudo.
Mae grwpiau a dulliau strategol wedi eu rhoi ar waith. Er
enghraifft, mae bwrdd diogelwch cymunedol a chydlyniant
yn cael ei gefnogi ar Ynys Mén o amgylch gorsaf bwer
niwclear Wylfa Newydd, ac mae griwp aml-asiantaeth yn
cael ei gefnogi yng Nghaerdydd i gwmpasu pa waith sydd
ei angen ar wasanaethau i geiswyr lloches yn yr hinsawdd
economaidd sy'n newid.
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Communities First clusters help to foster good relations
locally and support outreach to our most deprived
communities. Co-ordinators have worked in collaboration
to explore ways to increase engagement through
community involvement plans and training, particularly
across protected characteristics in the Equality Act 2010.
For example, over 400 Communities First cluster staff have
undertaken training on community cohesion, and co-
ordinators continue to sit on regional forums to help link
clusters with the delivery plan outcomes.

The final areas in the delivery plan are focused on
mainstreaming and ensuring policies and services are
responsive to change. Co-ordinators have linked with work
through single integrated plans to ensure cohesion
outcomes support delivery and to help foster good
relations through strategic equality plans. Robust
community data are beginning to emerge across Wales,
and this has been supported by the development of
tension-monitoring processes, ensuring that any
developing risk can be effectively dealt with through multi-
agency solutions. Co-ordinators have reported that
support has been given for dealing with 104 tension cases
on a national basis. The annual report demonstrates
practical examples of the support that co-ordinators have
been able to put in place locally. However, although I'm
pleased with the extent of partnership work taking place
across Wales, it is far from job done. There are continuing
challenges that will stretch our communities and the
structures that have been put in place across Wales.
Welfare reform will continue to have a significant impact in
Wales, and the negative rhetoric around immigration has
the potential to divide communities. In this environment,
this Government is committed to ensuring there is no
scapegoating of any particular communities. Furthermore,
the recent announcement of the counter-extremism Bill will
have impacts for our Muslim communities. | am absolutely
committed to ensuring we continue to tackle extremism
through good community cohesion.

Last week, | launched a consultation on protecting
community assets. This has an impact upon cohesion,
particularly where assets symbolise a sense of place. Local
government reform will bring further responsibilities for
local authorities to engage with communities.

The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 has
identified ‘a Wales of cohesive communities’ as one of the
seven national goals. This will help to enhance
sustainability, and local authorities will need to evidence
how this is being achieved. Furthermore, strategic equality
plans across Wales are in the process of being reviewed
and | am particularly keen to see how the strengthening
good relations element of the Equality Act 2010 can be
evidenced and met. In this changing environment | will be
reviewing the focus of the cohesion programme post
March 2016 and looking to see how this fits with priorities
in my portfolio area.

Mae clystyrau Cymunedau yn Gyntaf yn helpu i feithrin
cysylltiadau da yn lleol ac yn cefnogi allgymorth i'n
cymunedau mwyaf difreintiedig. Mae cydgysylltwyr wedi
gweithio ar y cyd i archwilio ffyrdd o gynyddu ymgysylitiad
drwy gynlluniau cyfranogiad cymunedol a hyfforddiant, yn
enwedig ar draws nodweddion gwarchodedig yn Neddf
Cydraddoldeb 2010. Er enghraifft, mae dros 400 o staff
clwstwr Cymunedau yn Gyntaf wedi dilyn hyfforddiant ar
gydlyniant cymunedol, ac mae cydgysylltwyr yn parhau i
eistedd ar fforymau rhanbarthol i helpu i gysylltu clystyrau
a chanlyniadau'r cynllun cyflawni.

Mae'r meysydd olaf yn y cynllun cyflawni yn canolbwyntio
ar brif ffrydio a sicrhau bod polisiau a gwasanaethau yn
ymateb i newid. Mae'r cydgysylltwyr wedi cysylltu & gwaith
drwy gynlluniau integredig unigol i sicrhau bod canlyniadau
cydlyniant yn cefnogi darpariaeth, ac i helpu meithrin
cysylitiadau da trwy gynlluniau cydraddoldeb strategol.
Mae data cymunedol cadarn yn dechrau dod i'r amlwg ar
draws Cymru, ac mae hyn wedi cael ei gefnogi gan y
gwaith o ddatblygu prosesau monitro tensiwn, gan sicrhau
y gall unrhyw berygl sy'n datblygu gael ei drin yn effeithiol
trwy atebion amlasiantaethol. Mae cydgysylitwyr wedi
adrodd bod cefnogaeth wedi ei roi ar gyfer ymdrin & 104 o
achosion tensiwn ar sail genedlaethol. Mae'r adroddiad
blynyddol yn dangos enghreifftiau ymarferol o'r
gefnogaeth y mae cydgysylltwyr wedi gallu ei rhoi ar waith
yn lleol. Fodd bynnag, er fy mod i'n falch a faint o waith
partneriaeth sy'n digwydd ledled Cymru, mae llawer i'w
wneud eto. Mae heriau parhaus a fydd yn ymestyn ein
cymunedau a'r strwythurau sydd wedi'u rhoi ar waith ar
draws Cymru. Bydd diwygio lles yn parhau i gael effaith

o gwmpas mewnfudo y potensial i rannu cymunedau. Yn yr
amgylchedd hwn, mae'r Liywodraeth hon wedi ymrwymo i
sicrhau na wneir bwch dihangol o unrhyw gymunedau
penodol. Hefyd, bydd cyhoeddiad diweddar y Bil gwrth-
eithafiaeth yn cael effeithiau ar gyfer ein cymunedau
Mwslimaidd. Rwy'n gwbl ymroddedig i sicrhau ein bod yn
parhau i fynd i'r afael ag eithafiaeth trwy gydlyniant
cymunedol da.

Yr wythnos diwethaf, lansiais ymgynghoriad ar ddiogelu
asedau cymunedol. Mae hyn yn effeithio ar gydlyniant, yn
enwedig pan fo asedau yn symboleiddio ymdeimlad o

le. Bydd diwygio llywodraeth leol yn dod a rhagor o
gyfrifoldebau i awdurdodau lleol i ymgysylitu a
chymunedau.

Mae Deddf Lles Cenedlaethau'r Dyfodol (Cymru) 2015
wedi nodi '‘Cymru o gymunedau cydlynol' fel un o'r saith
nod cenedlaethol. Bydd hyn yn helpu i wella
cynaliadwyedd, a bydd angen i awdurdodau lleol ddangos
sut mae hyn yn cael ei gyflawni. Ar ben hynny, mae
cynlluniau cydraddoldeb strategol ar draws Cymru yn'y
broses o gael eu hadolygu ac rwy’'n arbennig o awyddus i
weld sut y gellir amlygu a diwallu elfen cryfhau cysylltiadau
da Deddf Cydraddoldeb 2010.

However, there
are challenges ahead in the short and medium term, and
partnership working will be key to ensuring we meet the
cohesion wellbeing goal and protect the most vulnerable
people within our communities.

You refer to tackling hate crime—a clear priority
everybody shares. Regarding disability hate crime, how do
you respond to the newly published figures showing 150
reported cases in Wales in 2013-14, which, unfortunately,
was up from two years previously quite significantly and
now represents 7.5 per cent of reported incidents across
the UK, which is clearly disproportionate to Wales's
population size? And, in this context, how, if at all, will the
Welsh Government be responding to this month's report
by HM Inspectorate of Constabulary, HM Crown
Prosecution Service Inspectorate and HM Inspectorate of
Probation, which showed that all three criminal justice
agencies have undertaken some initiatives to improve the
way they deal with disability hate crime, but, overall,
performance was disappointing, and police, CPS, and
probation service recognise that further work is needed to
ensure that disability hate crime victims are recognised and
given appropriate support and service by the criminal
justice system?

You also, quite rightly and properly—and we welcome it—
reference action to tackle modern slavery. In this context, |
know one of your predecessors made a statement to the
Assembly some years ago, referring to entry points into
the UK for trafficking of modern slaves, particularly from
the west, from Ireland. I'm wondering what work, directly
or through the relevant agencies, the Welsh Government
has taken to address that.

And in terms, finally, of modern slavery, of course, we have
the momentous 2015 UK Modern Slavery Act, passed
earlier this year, the first of its kind in Europe, and one of
the first globally to specifically address slavery and
trafficking in the twenty-first century. | know the Welsh
Government engaged with the UK Government in the
development of this legislation; what role will the Welsh
Government be playing with the new UK Government in its
development and implementation across the UK and,
specifically, in Wales?

| thank Mark Isherwood for his questions. In relation to the
increase in the number of disability hate crimes, | think the
fact that we are promoting awareness of hate crime—of
which, of course, disability hate crime is just one—I think
we will see an increase in the number of crimes reported. |
recently met with the community cohesion co-ordinator in
Wrexham, and several people from a variety of
backgrounds; there was somebody there representing the
transgender community, people who had been victims of
racial abuse, and disability abuse and hate crime, too. |
think, talking to them, they very much welcomed the fact
that we were raising awareness, and also, by doing so, and
working with the police, that they felt confident that, if they
went and reported a hate crime, they would be dealt with
in the appropriate way. So, | think it's very important we
have Hate Crime Awareness Week. We had it last October,
and we'll be having it again this year. We gave funding to
the four police and crime commissioners to support work
in that area, and | think, as we take this awareness forward,
we will see an increase in the number of crimes.

In relation to slavery, this is a matter now for the Minister
for Public Services. When | was in that portfolio, certainly—
you mentioned specifically slaves being trafficked from
Ireland, and coming in there—I visited Holyhead and
worked very closely with the north Wales anti-slavery co-
ordinator, and, again, worked very closely with the UK
Government on the Modern Slavery Bill, as it was then—
it's now an Act. | think Wales really led the way in relation
to modern slavery. We were the first country in the UK to
have a co-ordinator. We still have Stephen Chapman, our
anti-slavery co-ordinator, working very closely. Again,
these things have to be done in partnership. It's very
important that all four countries work closely together in
that respect.

In relation to Gypsy and Traveller communities, we do
expect local authorities to make sure that they have the
provision that's needed in that area. We have the
accommodation assessments you refer to. | think the
Housing Act will produce better estimates of need across
Wales and give more powers to ensure sites are built.
You're quite right in pointing out that it's not just local
authorities; sometimes it is individuals that want their own
sites. Just last week—Julie Morgan's not in the Chamber,
but Julie Morgan chairs the cross-party Gypsy and
Traveller group, and | met with her not last week, sorry, but
the week before. | went along and met with several
representatives from their communities to hear their issues
and the difficulties that they specifically face. | think it's
really important that the community cohesion co-
ordinators play a very specific role in ensuring that Gypsy
and Traveller communities are engaged within the local
housing and planning processes.

In other words, will the strategy bring about a reduction in
hate crime and antisocial behaviour and better
relationships between communities? Because, unless you
have hard statistics about the present situation, how will
you know whether the delivery plan is working or not? |
look forward to the day when prejudice of all kind is
banished to the gutter where, quite frankly, it rightly
belongs. Thank you.

Thank you, Lindsay Whittle. | absolutely agree with those
sentiments. It's interesting that in Wrexham, which |
represent, we've always had a very large Polish community.
As a child, growing up, we always had a very large Polish
community. Then, we had several thousand migrant
workers from Poland and suddenly it was an issue, whereas
never before had it been an issue. It was very sad to see
that. But, fortunately, again, through raising awareness,
through having community cohesion co-ordinators, | think
that has been largely ruled out now.

In relation to your questions, | think local service boards,
and certainly the Well-being of Future Generations (Wales)
Act 2015, will ensure that local authorities, for instance,
build on the work that's being delivered by community
cohesion co-ordinators. That will contribute to the goal of a
Wales of cohesive communities. My officials will be working
very closely with local service boards and with local
authorities, developing guidance to help ensure that the
national delivery plan is reflected. There's also the strategic
equality plan. Again, officials are working to develop that,
and | think they will all very much dovetail. What we want
to see is those good relations being strengthened.

This, obviously, is the first annual report
on this particular plan, for 2014-16, and this is the first
report after my predecessor, Jeff Cuthbert, gave funding
for the co-coordinators to continue. | think that has been
very much welcomed. But, it is really important that those
reports are assessed. Certainly, the discussions I've had
with the co-ordinators and with other partners working
out in the community show that whilst we've seen a rise in
the increase of numbers being reported, that is a
consequence of raising awareness. Those issues have
always been there. Certainly, from talking to the people
who have been badly affected and some of the
communities, such as the transgender community, which |
mentioned before, and people who've been the victims of
disability and hate crime, that's clearly the case.

Thank you, Chair. Minister, can | welcome this report? The
society we live in today is a multinational, multicultural
society, and that fact enriches all our lives. | think that we
need to ensure that any threats to the cohesion of that
community are dealt with, and | very much support actions
by the Welsh Government and others to strengthen the
cohesion of those communities and make sure that we are
all able to work together and live together in a way that
benefits everybody in those communities.

Your statement raises a number of issues. |'ve one
particular question on the actual statement itself in relation
to the Gypsy and Traveller provision in the Housing (Wales)
Act 2014. | am just interested in whether you can give us
some progress on what bids are currently in to the Welsh
Government in terms of funding for new sites around
Wales. | think that was an issue when we came to scrutinise
that Bill, and it would be interesting to know where exactly
we stand in terms of that provision.

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| think the biggest threat to the cohesion of those
communities is poverty and deprivation. Certainly, the
programmes that the Government are pursuing will help to
alleviate that poverty, but, as the Communities, Equality
and Local Government Committee’s current inquiry into
poverty has shown, much of what the Welsh Government
is doing is about the alleviation of poverty as opposed to
the eradication of poverty. Certainly, that has value in itself,
and certainly we need more levers at our disposal if we are,
| think, to properly eradicate poverty in our communities.
But, in terms of the programmes you have in place to
alleviate poverty, Communities First is certainly one of your
flagships. So, I'd be interested in what work is now ongoing
in terms of improving the monitoring of that programme
to ensure that we have robust data to ensure that the
funding of Communities First is being properly spent and
actually delivering the programmes and outcomes that |
think the Welsh Government would want to see from it.

Also, Flying Start is another important part of that. | would
like to raise a specific issue in my community, which Bethan
Jenkins raised earlier in business questions, in relation to
Flying Start in Croeserw and Glyncorrwg in my region,
where that provision is under threat, as the parents
understand it, because of funding issues, and the provider
in those two communities is talking about ending that
provision in July. Both | and Bethan Jenkins have, | know,
raised that matter with the local authority, and we
understand that they say they're looking for additional
providers, but it does appear that one of the problems that
they're encountering in terms of the long-term funding is
that they think that the funding for that programme is
only guaranteed until May 2016, when the Assembly
elections come up, and that a future Government is not
carrying on that funding after that. So, | would be grateful
if you could look into that particular issue and give us
some assurances, and give the communities of Croeserw
and Glyncorrwg assurances that that Flying Start provision
will continue past September, when it is threatened to end,
and that the local authority have got assurances that it will
continue past those elections in 2016.

In relation to
Gypsy and Traveller sites, | haven't got the information
about the specific bids to hand, but | just recently
approved a further £3 million of funding, which is going
towards two site extensions and four refurbishment
projects during this financial year. You'll be aware we've
invested nearly £9.2 million on refurbishment projects and
one new site since 2011, but | can certainly provide the
Member with details about the specifics in relation to that
funding.

Thank you, acting Presiding Officer. | thank the Minister for
her statement today and | also welcome the measures
taken to tackle hate crime in Wales. Raising awareness and
encouraging the reporting of hate crime is vital if victims
are to be reassured that it is worth reporting such
incidents. My question is: does the Minister agree that the
victim must be kept informed of progress at all stages of
the investigation by the relevant authorities and provided
with the support they need? On another point, namely
homophobic bullying in schools, will the Minister advise
what progress has been made in implementing the 11
recommendations made by Estyn on how schools and local
authorities can tackle the bullying of pupils with protected
characteristics? With regard to promoting greater
community cohesion, will the Minister advise if all local
authorities in Wales have now set the hate crime objectives
in Wales? Recent events have led to an increased mistrust
of Muslim communities in Wales and an increase in
Islamophobia. In these circumstances, it is easy to overlook
the fact that anti-Semitic incidents reached a record level
last year. Will the Minister advise what measures have been
implemented to work with Welsh Jewish communities in
Wiales to tackle anti-Semitism? | warmly welcome measures
such as Show Racism the Red Card, which tackles racism in
sport. A recent study found that there are only 19 black
and ethnic minority coaches in 552 top coaching positions
at professional English football clubs. Since coaches provide
strong role models for young people taking up sports, | ask
the Minister what discussions has she had with sport
organisations in Wales about increasing the number of
BME coaches and trainers in Wales? | thank the Minister
once again for the statement and | am going to support
everything.

Thank you, Mohammad Asghar. You're absolutely right, it's
vital that we do raise awareness and that people do feel
that if they report a crime they will be dealt with in an
appropriate manner, and, of course, yes, they must be kept
informed of what action is being taken every step of the
way. Those are discussions that I've certainly had with
police and crime commissioners. | mentioned in an earlier
answer that we provide funding to the four police and
crime commissioners to help them participate in Hate
Crime Awareness Week and | think that's very important.

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In the confined space of cars, children are more vulnerable
to second-hand smoke because they breathe more rapidly
and inhale more pollutants than adults. Children cannot
escape from the toxic chemicals contained in second-hand
smoke when travelling in cars, and they usually have little
choice over whether or not they travel in cars and are not
in a position to require an adult from refraining from
smoking.

It is my firm view that one effective way to eliminate harm
from second-hand tobacco smoke is to introduce
regulations that prevent smoking in private vehicles where
there are children under the age of 18 present. It is very
interesting to see, Chair, that the results of our recent
consultation on the regulations show that 86 per cent of all
respondents agreed with this approach.

Id like to provide just a few details of the regulations for
Members. They extend the scope of the current regulations
to provide that private vehicles are smoke free when they
are enclosed and have two or more persons present in the
vehicle, at least one of whom is aged under 18. The
regulations then make it an offence to smoke in such a
vehicle and an offence for a driver to fail to prevent
smoking in such circumstances. The regulations introduce a
fixed-penalty notice of £50 for each offence.

The regulations designate police forces as enforcement
authorities for smoke-free private vehicles because, unlike
local authorities, they are able to require a vehicle to stop if
they suspect that an offence is being committed. Local
authorities will, however, also be able to enforce the
regulations, and there will be an important role for local
authority regulatory officers in working jointly with the
police on local enforcement activities. It is intended that all
enforcement officers will use their discretion in deciding
whether or not to issue warnings or fixed-penalty notices,
or whether, indeed, to refer an alleged offence directly to
court. In order to raise awareness of the new regulations,
the Welsh Government will run a campaign in advance of
them coming into force on 1 October this year, if the
regulations are approved this afternoon, to inform people
of the new offences.

The underlying purpose of these regulations is not to
produce a great spike in enforcement actions but to make
a further contribution to the changed culture that we have
so successfully set out to create here in Wales in relation to
smoking. People who smoke in cars where children are
present tell us that they themselves understand that it is
harmful and that they want to stop. This change in the law
is designed to provide that one final push to translate that
understanding into actual behaviour. It will protect children
from entirely avoidable harm, and | recommend the
regulations to the Assembly.

It's very clear from the evidence that has
been presented to the Assembly, from various sources,
including the British Lung Foundation and Action on
Smoking and Health Wales and, indeed, the Welsh
Government's own research that the public do have an
appetite for this ban and that we act today with their
support.

I'm very pleased to see that we are also acting in concert
with the UK Government, which, of course, has taken the
lead on this issue. | think it is appropriate that we take
action in conjunction with them to introduce this ban on
the same date. Of course, | think there is one regret and
that is that we haven't moved towards this position
perhaps a little sooner, particularly given the consensus on
the most part in this Assembly Chamber, but | am very
pleased that we're having these regulations brought before
the Assembly today, and | really do hope and trust that we
will receive a significant public health dividend as a result of
them passing before us.

homes? | note, yesterday, the reporting of a case across
the border in England, where one of the factors stated in a
child protection case was actually the exposure of that child
to high levels of smoke. But it is clear from the medical
evidence that is available that smoking in the confined
space of a vehicle is more detrimental to children’s health
than smoking in the wider environment, perhaps, of a
home. The evidence is clear of the additional adverse
effects of second-hand smoke on children in particular, as
opposed to adults, and | have no disagreement with that.

| know that my colleague, Peter Black, if called to speak this
afternoon, will raise the issue of the legal age of smoking.
So, somebody is legally able to smoke at the age of 16,
although not able to purchase tobacco, but under this
regulation, there is a question about prosecuting
somebody under the age of 18 as a child, when, actually,
legally, they're able to smoke. So, there are issues around
the inconsistency, | think, as a society, we place on issues
around purchasing tobacco and the legal age of being able
to carry tobacco and smoke it, but I'm sure my colleague
Peter Black will explore those further.

In conclusion, acting Presiding Officer, | guess the test is
the same one as it always is for liberals. John Stuart Mill, in

| served on the committee that was set up to look at the
smoking ban and | fully supported that ban, because |
thought that, at the time, and | still think, the evidence was
very clear that second-hand smoke is harmful to other
people and it is damaging. Clearly, there were people who
were being forced to work or who were working in an
environment where second-hand smoke was present. That
regulation that was passed by the Assembly and now,
throughout the UK, was there to protect those workers in
that environment, among many others.

However, | do have reservations about the Order before us
today. Kirsty Williams has just raised one of them and |
think the main reservation, or one of them, is around
enforcement. It is legal, of course, to smoke in public at the
age of 16, although not to actually buy tobacco until
you're 18. I've never quite worked out how the 16-year-
olds get hold of tobacco, because presumably it's also
illegal to buy tobacco for someone under the age of 18,
but nevertheless it is legal to smoke in public at the age of
16. So, this poses the problem that if you were driving a
car with a 17-year-old in it and no other passengers and
that 17-year-old was smoking, would the driver then be
liable, under these regulations, to be prosecuted because
he has allowed that 17-year-old to smoke? Whereas the
17-year-old is obviously damaging his own body by
smoking and it may well be that the driver is also a smoker
too, but the driver, of course, would be over the age of 18
and therefore, would not be caught. So, | think
enforcement can be difficult under certain circumstances.
It's also going to be difficult to enforce, full stop. We see, at
the moment, it is, of course, illegal to use your mobile
phone in your hand while driving. I've seen so many people
still doing that. It's very difficult to enforce that and | think
it would be even more difficult to actually enforce this
particular regulation as well.

Parents have
responsibility for the safety and the health of their children,
and they need to take that responsibility seriously, but |
don't think it is the role of the state to intervene in this
way—in a way to prevent parents or others from harming
in this particular way. | think that, yes, we have had to
protect workers in their place of work, but, when we start
talking about private vehicles and private homes, | think we
are in danger of taking that particular measure too far. For
that reason, Chair, I'll be voting against this measure.

Thank you, Chair. I'll try and respond to a number of those
points. In any situation where you are making law, you are
likely to find yourself with a balance of competing rights
that you have to consider, and in this case it's very clear:
parents have rights, but children have rights too. And,
actually, this Assembly has been particularly strong in its
recognition of the rights that children have, and I'm very
clear in my mind that, in this situation, the rights of
children not to have their health adversely affected by the
pernicious effects of second-hand smoking in the confined
circumstances of a car trump the rights of adults to carry
out that activity.

The whole home and car argument, | think, is simply a
canard. There's an absolutely clear distinction between the
two. If you're in your own home, you can go into another
room. There are other spaces that you can go to. A child
who is in a car, where smoke is present, cannot choose to
go and sit on the roof. There is no other place for them to
go to. Really, the argument doesn't bear examination.

Let me say that we will make sure that the points that
Lindsay made about clarity and communication with the
public are part of what we do. It's why we've got this lead-
in time, to make sure that we are able to make sure that,
where there is any ambiguity in people’s understanding, we
can make sure that we help them to gain a full
understanding of what we are about to do.

Let me end by echoing a point that Darren made: if we do
pass the regulations today, we will have the additional
benefit of being able to introduce our regulations in Wales
on the same day as they will be introduced across our
border. That is bound to make education and enforcement
easier, and it's an additional argument for taking the step
that | hope the Assembly will take this afternoon in putting
these regulations onto the statute book in Wales.

Thank you, Chair. The purpose of the National Assembly
for Wales (Disqualification) Order 2015 is to list offices that,
if held by an individual, will disqualify that individual from
Assembly membership. There are three things that were
sought to be achieved with this disqualification Order:
firstly, cross-party consensus in the Assembly on principles
for disqualification; secondly, to have the Order in place
well in advance of the Assembly elections, so there's clarity
for prospective candidates for Assembly membership; and,
thirdly, that the Order be made bilingually even though it
is an Order in Council.

| know that the Constitutional and Legislative Affairs
Committee's inquiry and report on disqualification from
Assembly membership allowed us to achieve cross-party
consensus on the principles, as the report was endorsed by
the Assembly in its debate on 5 November last year. There
was a clear message from the committee’s report, namely
promoting democratic participation and the right to stand
as an Assembly Member are paramount, so disqualification
should be restricted to as few citizens as possible. We did
take this message on board. We then produced a draft
Order, which lists only those posts and offices for which we
believe there is a compelling argument for disqualification
from Assembly membership; for example, where the post is
of such a nature that it needs to be politically impartial or
would give rise to a significant conflict of interest. There
was an eight-week public consultation, and so therefore an
opportunity for anyone to comment on the draft Order
before it was laid. As a result of that consultation, we have
made one addition to the list of disqualifying offices,
namely all members of the employment tribunals and
employment appeal tribunal.

I'm pleased that the CLA committee also reported on the
draft Order, and that it welcomed the shorter list of
disqualifying offices in line with its earlier
recommendations. It also welcomed the fact that the Order
is bilingual, but noted, of course, the different format
compared to Assembly statutory instruments. This is to fit
in with the requirements of the Privy Council in terms of
how they format Orders for the approval of the council.

Approves that the draft The National Assembly for Wales
(Disqualification) Order 2015 is made in accordance with
the draft laid in the Table Office on 30 April 2015.

Thank you, acting Presiding Officer. We reported on this
Order on 20 May, and the First Minister has already
referred to that. | only want to say a few words, really.
Following a request from the First Minister in January
2014, we were pleased to report on the issues surrounding
disqualification from membership of the Assembly, and
that report was published in July 2014. Then it was
debated here last November—again, as the First Minister
has referred. So, this Order is a result of those proceedings
and, in our view, is to be welcomed.

In reporting on today's Order, we particularly welcome the
reduction in the number of disqualifying offices compared
with the 2010 Order. That is in line with the
recommendation in our July report that disqualification
should be restricted to as few citizens as possible as a
means of promoting democratic participation. We also
strongly welcome the fact that this Order is to be made
bilingually, unlike the 2010 Order. Again, the First Minister
has referred to this.

One of the key themes of our July report was the need to
raise awareness about these issues to avoid a repeat of the
unfortunate events of 2011 concerning the disqualification
of Assembly Members. This debate marks the time for all
key players—the Welsh Government, the Electoral
Commission and political parties—to start raising
awareness of the Order and to promote and encourage
people to stand for election to this Assembly. Thank you.

Like others, | very much welcome the fact that we are
debating this issue today well in advance of the election
next year. | think that we all—as has just been referred to
by David Melding—seek to avoid the difficulties that
became apparent following the election in 2011. | think it's
absolutely essential that anybody who seeks election to
this place is very clear on any issues that might prevent
them taking their seat here. | also recognise, through the
report that was carried out by the Constitutional and
Legislative Affairs Committee, that there is a conflict
between the Government of Wales Act and previous
Orders, and there certainly has been a conflict at different
times. | hope that when these matters are devolved to this
place we will have an early opportunity to discuss those
issues and to resolve any potential conflicts. | also agree
very much with the principles that were outlined by the
Constitutional and Legislative Affairs Committee. It appears
to me that they set out very clearly those areas where
citizens must always have the unfettered right to stand for
election to this place and to other posts and elected offices.
But they also set out very clearly that we cannot allow for
conflicts of interest to take place, and, where there are clear
conflicts of interest, there needs to be a mechanism in
place to enable those conflicts to be resolved. In some
cases, that will include disqualification from membership.

It appears to me that the one area that isn't covered by
this Order and isn't covered by other pieces of legislation is
that which pertains to members of principal local
authorities. It is clear to me, and | think to any of us who
were in the Chamber for the exchange during First
Minister's questions earlier today, that there is a clear
conflict of interest between membership here and
membership of a principal local authority. It appears to me
that this is an issue that needs to be reviewed and needs
to be resolved. Now, I'm sure that, in replying to the
debate, the First Minister will tell us that this isn't the area
and the place to do it, and | may well accept that. However,
the principle of who is able to be a Member here and how
we are able to contribute to debates has to be one that is
resolved. My view is very strongly that this place funds
local government, creates the structures within which local
government operates, and then takes decisions that
pertain to the operation of local government. It is therefore
not compatible with membership here to be also, at the
same time, a member of those local authorities. | think
that's an absolutely clear principle. It is not a party-political
principle; it's a principle of democratic accountability. | hope
that, in accepting the Order this afternoon, we will also
ensure that we are able to return to this matter in due
course.

provisions of which we are aware, from whatever source,
and make it publicly available to parties and potential
candidates. Now, | accept it may well be that the current
competence of the Assembly prevents us from including
that comprehensive list in this particular Order. In the
explanatory note to this Order, it does say that this Order
does not contain a definitive list of disqualifying offices and
memberships, and refers us to, in particular, section 16 of
the Government of Wales Act 2006, which | believe does
contain additional disqualifying criteria, some of which |
don't think are necessarily appropriate. | do think that we
do need to get a grip on that and make sure that, in
publicising the disqualifications, everyone is aware that this
Order may not be fully comprehensive, and that that fully
comprehensive list is available to candidates at a very early
date, and to political parties, so that everyone is aware of
exactly where they stand on this issue. This debate, for me,
is very much like revisiting an old friend, of course, but
certainly | don't want to revisit that friend again when it
comes to after the next election in 2016. So, | think it is
very important that we do have that definitive list set out,
and that people are aware of exactly what they can and
cannot do.

The second point | wanted to raise was in relation to
recommendation 2 of the Constitutional and Legislative
Affairs Committee’s report, where they recommend

‘that the UK Government brings forward appropriate
legislation to amend the Government of Wales Act 2006 to
provide that disqualification from a particular public office
should take effect on taking the oath or affirmation of
allegiance as an Assembly Member.’

So, could the First Minister tell us whether
he has had any discussions with the current UK
Government in terms of this particular issue, and, if not,
how do you propose to take forward that recommendation
to try to get something in place at the earliest possible
moment?

Could | thank Members for their contributions to the
debate? In terms of what my colleague Alun Davies said,
the issue of members of principal local authorities also
being Members of the Assembly is not before us today,
but he certainly makes a point in saying that it will soon be
the case, we understand, that it will not be possible to be a
Member of Parliament and an Assembly Member at the
same time, so there is a certain logic to saying, then, that it
should apply to all elected institutions. That, perhaps, is for
another day, and | understand, of course, Peter Black's
objection to that, given the situation that he finds himself
in. [Laughter.] He's not the only one; | know that—I'm not
having a go at him.

In terms of the issues that Peter Black raises, they are
important issues, firstly, in terms of an exhaustive list, or a
list of disqualifications that candidates can have access to.
In this Order, we felt it wasn't appropriate to repeat the
disqualifications that appear on the face of the
Government of Wales Act at section 16, but, nevertheless,
it will be important that candidates are aware of the totality
of the disqualifications, and that is something for the
Electoral Commission to make people aware of and, indeed,
for political parties to do. There is a certain untidiness here,
and he refers to it in his second point, namely that we do
not have complete control over this issue. In principle, of
course, the issue of who should be disqualified from being
a Member of this institution should rest with this
institution. That's not the case at the moment. My hope,
certainly, is that we will get that power as we see the
devolution of elections to this institution, in terms of
elections here and to local government, and that we will
then see full control over the issue of disqualifications, so
that it isn't simply a case of the Assembly itself making this
Order today, but we will also then be able to examine
whether the disqualifications that appear in section 16 are
appropriate. | hope that is something that is devolved, in
order to give the proper level of control to this institution
in terms of its own electoral arrangements.

Under section 19 of the Act, before the licensing authority
grants a licence, the requirements in relation to training
specified in regulations made by the Welsh Ministers must
be met, or they must be satisfied that they will be met.
These regulations set out the general requirements,
including the five broad subject areas that any training
courses must cover. The regulations allow for the licensing
authority to set the more detailed content of the courses
that landlords and agents must complete in order to be
licensed. There are already non-mandatory courses for
landlords and agents, such as the landlord accreditation
Wales one-day course, which has been running for the last
eight years. Enabling the licensing authority to set the
required course syllabus will ensure training is fit for
purpose. It will draw on tried and tested contents whilst
also meeting the general principles required by the
legislation.

The regulations also set out the procedure the licensing
authority must follow for approving training courses and
authorising training providers, along with review provisions
in relation to any decision not to approve or authorise. The
regulations also provide for the licensing authority to
charge a fee for approving courses and authorising training
providers in line with its published fees policy. The National
Assembly for Wales procedure for making these
regulations is the affirmative procedure by virtue of section
142(3)(a) of the Act.

In December last year, | consulted on the policy intention
behind these regulations. Responses indicated a majority
support for the proposals, and, therefore, I'm happy to
move this motion to approve these regulations. | would
welcome Members' support.

Of course, the Act itself, by not working with the sector,
failed to take action to increase affordable housing supply,
and failed to target bad landlords. However, there is merit
in a training scheme—{Interruption.] It's not for me. There
is merit in a training scheme developed with business
organisations and the sector to meet the requirements
that will protect tenants and sustain supply. However, the
draft Regulation of Private Rented Housing (Training
Requirements) (Wales) Regulations presented create a
conflict of interest if the licensing authority is going to
provide training itself, and be the sole regulator of third-
party training providers and courses. The authority would
also have unchecked powers in other areas, such as adding
to the core content in regulation 4(f). There's no right of
appeal for third-party providers who've had their
authorisation or training course withdrawn. In fact,
regulation 7 only gives the ability to make written
representations on a decision at first instance.

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There's no mention, in the regulations, of continuous
professional development, which was a universally
respected element of the voluntary landlord accreditation
Wales scheme. The advantage of continuous professional
development is that it encourages landlords and agents to
do continuous training throughout the validity period of
their licence rather than doing a one-day training course,
and that's that. There's also still uncertainty over whether
agents will have to undertake separate training to
landlords or not, where separate training would be
preferable if the content is to remain relevant.

There's nothing in the regulations to help prepare
landlords for the introduction of licensing now, and some
matters, I'm told, need clarifying as a matter of urgency.
With regard to the overall licensing fees, there's no
statutory capping or independent oversight. So, what does
the Welsh Government intend to do to ensure that there
isn't a conflict of interest in the licensing authority’s
proposed role of being a training provider and the sole
regulator of training? What is the Welsh Government
doing to ensure that there are training options available for
every landlord and agent, whatever their needs, location or
circumstance. Real agents have to complete the same or
different training to landlords. Does this demonstrate an
end to the principle of continuous professional
development in the private rented sector—something that
was seen as a positive aspect of the landlord accreditation
Wales scheme? How do these regulations prepare
landlords and agents for what is to come? Is the Minister
concerned that the licensing authority’s proposed powers
are unchecked? Will it simply not have too much discretion
in the licensing process? Should the licensing authority not
be accountable to an independent body of some form?

These regulations as drafted are not fit for purpose.
Although training is something that gathers the support, |
think, of all parties in this Chamber, we cannot support
these regulations as currently drafted.

Thank you. The Welsh Conservatives didn't support the Bill,
and then the Act, so I'm not surprised at Mark Isherwood's
comments.

There are a number of reasons why |'ve taken
this approach. My prime concern is to ensure all approved
training courses meet a minimum standard, and obviously
cover all the required topics, which will appear on the
published syllabus, which will be set by the licensing
authority. It's also important that those wishing to
undertake courses know that the course they will be taking
will meet the requirements that will be needed for them to
become licensed. It's really important also—and this
approach will ensure that—that the licensing authority will
be able to maintain contact with those whose courses have
been approved, to ensure they are aware when a course
syllabus has changed, for instance.

The training element is a key component of the objective of
Part 1 of the Act, and the regulations will come into force
on 3 June 2015. Then the licensing authority can begin the
process of developing the training courses, which will need
to be in place to allow for applications for licences to be
made. Thank you.
