Officer’s functions would automatically become exercisable by the first Deputy

Presiding Officer.

Whilst one Member expressed a view in favour of using the English titles of 'Speaker’
and 'Deputy Speaker', Members agreed that the English titles of ‘Presiding Officer’ and
‘Deputy Presiding Officer’, currently set out in Standing Orders should stay as they are.

Members confirmed their agreement for the reminder of decisions they took in

principle at the last meeting.
