Calls on the Welsh Government to amend technical advice note 20 urgently to
make it clear that assessments of the impact of individual applications on the

Welsh language in specific circumstances need to be carried out.

Calls on the Welsh Government to ensure that the National Development
Framework contains a clear statement on the importance and relevance of the

Welsh language when planning how to use land.

Calls on the Welsh Government to create a separate Planning Inspectorate for
Wales, so that the inspectorate can develop its expertise in a Wales-only planning

system.
