This Order is made under sections 156(2) and 150(5)
of the Welsh Language (Wales) Measure 2011 and
brings into force provisions of the Measure that
abolish the Welsh Language Board and establish the
office of Welsh Language Commissioner.

Provisions commenced by this Order will ensure the
transfer of the Board’s functions under the Welsh
Language Act 1993 to the Commissioner. This Order
also commences provisions conferring additional
powers upon the Commissioner including powers that
will enable the Commissioner to undertake preparatory
work necessary for the introduction of Welsh language
standards.

(g) section 16 except for subsections (2)(a) and

(b);
(h) sections 17 to 19;

Part 4 is commenced as follows:

(if) Chapter 8, and

(iii) Chapter 9 except for section 69;
Schedules 5to 9;
