As you will be aware, the Statutory Instruments Act 1946 states that
an explanation of the reasons why a statutory instrument comes into force before it is laid before the
Senedd should be made to the Llywydd.

We would be grateful if such an explanation could be provided as to why it was necessary for the
Regulations to come into force before they had been laid.
