Cultural Objects (Protection from Seizure) Bill

We are disappointed that it has not proved possible to reach an agreement on an amendment to the
Bill to provide a carve-out from the application of paragraph 11(1)(a) of Schedule 7B to the
Government of Wales Act 2006, which has led to the tabling of amendments to remove provisions for
Wales from the Bill.

We are concerned that this apparent sequence of events represents a failure of intergovernmental

relations between the UK and Welsh governments so soon after new intergovernmental processes

As the current state of intergovernmental relations and the legislative consent process are of
particular interest to us, we would like to gain a detailed understanding of how these matters came to
the fore during the development and passage of this Bill. You refer to a ministerial letter of 25 January
in your letter; we would be grateful to receive a copy, and of any other relevant correspondence or
minutes of relevant meetings you are able to share.
