It's already been a busy term for the Committee. Here is an update on our work:

« The Welsh Government’s proposals for a Sustainable Farming Scheme: In March,
the Committee held a stakeholder event where participants had an opportunity to discuss
the proposals in the round. We also held oral evidence sessions with representatives
from the agriculture and environmental sectors, and academics, focusing on whether and
how the proposals will work for farmers and the environment. The Committee will follow
up on the latest developments with the Cabinet Secretary during the summer term. More
information can be found on the Committee’s website.

e Annual reports: As part of our annual scrutiny of Welsh Government arm’s length and
advisory bodies, the Committee has published several reports:

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The Plenary debate on the annual report on the NICW will take place on Wednesday, 5
June. Further dates are being arranged for other Plenary debates on Committee reports.
Keep an eye on the Committee’s social media account for more information.

» Ffos-y-Fran opencast coalmine: Following a series of correspondence with the Welsh
Government, the Committee agreed to undertake a short piece of work on restoration of
the Ffos-y-Fran opencast coalmine in Merthyr Tydfil and of former opencast mining sites
in south Wales. The Committee held oral evidence sessions with The Coal Authority,
environmental organisations, local residents groups, and Carmarthenshire and Merthyr
Tydfil County Borough Councils. The Committee will consider the evidence received
before determining its next steps.

« An update on legislation: Both the Environment (Air Quality and Soundscapes) (Wales)
Bill and the Infrastructure (Wales) Bill have completed the legislative process and have
become Acts of Senedd Cymru. The Committee has now scrutinised three Bills during
the Sixth Senedd. We await the First Minister’s Legislative Statement, which is expected
before the end of the summer term, to find out which Bills we are likely to be scrutinising
over the next year.

UPCOMING WORK

e Inquiry on waste: In June, the Committee will undertake an inquiry on waste. The focus
of this work will be on progress towards delivery of the Welsh Government’s circular
economy strategy, Beyond recycling (March 2021). More information is available on the
Committee’s website.

» Ministerial scrutiny sessions: During the summer term, the Committee will scrutinise
the Cabinet Secretary for Climate Change and Rural Affairs and the Cabinet Secretary
for North Wales and Transport on key areas of policy that fall within its remit.

« Environmental governance: The Committee will undertake annual scrutiny of the
Interim Environmental Protection Assessor for Wales.
