Dear Secretary of State, 

As part of the Senedd’s scrutiny of international agreements, the Culture, Communications, Welsh Language, 

Sport and International Relations Committee considered amendments to the Agreement Establishing the 

African Development Fund at our meeting on 19 February 2025. As the Committee responsible for scrutiny of 

the Welsh Government’s International Strategy and its action plans (including its Wales and Africa action plan), 

we agreed to write to you to request the following information: 

▪ How the UK Government involves the devolved governments in the development and delivery of its 

UK-Africa relations priorities.  

▪ To what extent the Welsh and UK governments priorities on Africa relations align. 

▪ In which intergovernmental forum UK-Africa relations are discussed.  

▪ How the governments approach relations with African states whose values may not align with those of 

the UK.  

The requested information will assist the Committee in our upcoming inquiry on the Welsh Government’s 

International Strategy.
