We continue to work closely with the UK Government on the Employment Rights Bill, which
represents the most significant enhancement of workers’ rights in a generation.

The Bill includes specific provisions for the maritime and seafarer workforce, offering
stronger protections for their welfare and working conditions. It also lays the foundation for
a legally binding Seafarers’ Charter, which will establish higher standards for seafarers’
rights and extend wage protections beyond UK waters for seafarers on services that
regularly call at UK ports.
