You will appreciate that the costs incurred by Powys County Council in defending their
objections to the applications is a matter for them. The Secretary of State is, however,
recovering the costs of the venue, Inspector and administrative support from the
applicants. More generally, funding for local authorities in Wales, including for matters
relating to planning, is a matter for the Welsh Government. The details of how this funding
is allocated to Local Authorities in Wales for the current financial year are outlined in the
Green Book 2013/14 available from on the Welsh Government'’s web-site:
