The overall effect of this amendment is to retain the
status quo, so that the “relevant period” within which
an application for the registration of land as a town
or village green can be made remains two years.

The effect of this amendment is to place an expiry
date on the provisions inserted by amendment 58.
Meaning that after 2050 the requirement for a
minimum of 40% women members will not have
effect.

The effect of this amendment is to ensure that the
work of the strategic planning panel is not affected
by a failure to meet the minimum 40% women
membership on the strategic planning panel.
